Northumberland that it is their duty at 
present to be on their guard against 
arriving at hasty conclusions based on 
the one-sided political stories with which 
they have recently been favored. 
Northumberland, in cotiimon with other 
constituencies of the Province is, within 
less tton a year, to be the arena of con­
tests between individuals and parties 
who will each be prepared to place be­
fore the electors the reasons why they 
claim their support. Of the election for 
the New Brunswick Legislature we have 
nothipg to say at present, nor is it neces­
sary that the public mind should be very 
much absorbed in the questions which 
will claim attention in the Dominion 
contest nntil we approach somewhat 
nearer to the time when the judgment 
of the electors is to be appealed to at 
the polls. We are an industrious people 
and those who desire to see the County, 
in common with the rest of the North 
Shore prosper by the development of 
its natural industries, act upon their 
convictions of duty and their faith in the 
good common sense of their fellow-citi­
zens in political matters. These con­
victions lead them to believe that there 
is “ a time for everything ” and that the 
chief end of man is not to hold or be 
present at political meetings got up on 
the sly for the purpose of misleading 
and being misled, but t«> reserve the 
duty of placing the political issues of the 
day before the electoral mind openly and 
fairly, when what is advanced may be 
tested by free discussion and so left to 
the judgment of those who must pro­
nounce upon it.

But wehavc, of late, he.ardof incursions 
made into certain portions of the County 
by Mr. Mitchell, accompanied by some 
young aspirants to popular political 
favor and these gentleman have told the

always done hint ; 4th, Mr. Mitchell was 
the man who brought about Confedera­
tion and caused the Intercolonial Rail­
way to be built. The electors,however, 
seem to have different notions concern­
ing his exact position on the railway 
question in the matter of location. In 
Glenelg, Nelson, Chatham, Hardwieke, 
etc., they think he said he was in favor 
of bringing it down back of Nelson and 
Chatham and thence by an indefinite 
“ shore route ” to Richibucto ; in New­
castle they think he had a big fight 
with Commissioner Chandler, and while 
he caused the line to be built from 
Riviere du Loup to' Newcastle, Mr. 
Chandler was allowed to take it to 
Moncton by any route he pleased after 
that—Mr. Mitchell having exhausted 
himself in making all the arrangements 
for Confederation and the Intercolonial 
until the latter reached those properties 
of his own. In Derby indirect refer­
ences to his efforts to have the Railway 
run through that parish are indulged 
in, while the electors of the parishes 
further up the river are given to under­
stand that but for his friends and 
enemies combined Mr. Mitchell would 
have built the road by a kind of North­
ern-Central, Miramiclii Valley route.

ANOTHER COW STORY.
There was a poor woman, lost a cow in 

Newcastle. She wrote uf> to me about it.
I went to Brydges, and told him he would 
have to pay for that,coxr,also,»t was a fair 
case. He said, “we are tired of doing 
that kind of thing and won’t pay any more”
I said “well, Brydges, if that cow is not 
paid for ift 24 hours you may look out 
for yourself.” The twenty-four hours 
passed and the cow was not paid for. ' It ' 
happened that the House was going into 
committee of supply that night and it was 
one of those times when we can give the 
Government the moat bother. It was about 
eight in the evening when Mackenzie rose 
and asked for $2,000,000 for the Lachine 
Canal. He asked for this money, # and 
wished to force a vote on it without any 
debate. Such a high handed proceeding 
never was witnessed in any Canadian Par­
liament before. I got up my place in 
Parliament and asked him^if such a large 
amount was necessary, on what portion of 
the Canal was it to be expended and simi­
lar questions. These few words gave him 
an hour’s talking to do. Before this I 
had written a little note to him asking him 
to pay that woman for her cow. He looked 
at it and threw it into his desk. I said to 
myself, ” I’ll teach you to be a little more 
courteous than yon are, or my name’s not 
Peter Mitchell. ” When Mackenzie was done 
speaking, some of our fellows4 got np and 
gave him some more trouble.
