PAYING BUSINESS.
Our Australian brethren, whatever 

else may be imputed to thorn, cannot 
be charged with niggardliness, 
officers of the New South Wales School 
Cadet Corps are paid at the following 
rates, which/considering that they are 
not even professional soldiers, is not so 
bad. Commanding Officer, £586 ;
