A Fire—and o Spectacle of Helpless-
ness.

On Wednesday night laat about eleven
o'clock a house on St. Andrews street,
owned by Mr, Nicholas McLaughliu and
ocoupied by Meuers. John Brown and Frank
Albrecht was discovered to be on fire. The
alarm was given by the Pulp Mill and Snow-
ball whistles, followed by the fire beils and,
s0on after, the fiames from the building il-
luminatad the whole distjct. The crowd
that gathered could do but little, and al-
though the firemen were at hand and the
hose run out, there was Do water thrown
until nearly an hour after thealarm was
given, and then it was from the fire-pump in
the Snowball machice shop. Meantime,
the buildit g in which the fire originated,
which had walls of three inch deals, had
been nearly all consumed and the roof of
the dwelling of Mr, Micbael Walsh
adjoining on the south, was badly
injured. Fortunutely, there was no
wind, or the ire would have spread and
burned other buildings in the vicinity.
An empty flat car, which stood om the
railway track was scorched, but not materi-
ally dsmaged,

A few minutes after the slarm was given
the services of the Snowball pump, which
hed steam on and was all ready to throw
water, were tendered to the firemen
who were ruoping out the hese, by
Allsn  Mahan and Edward McDonsld,
for it was spen that the Fire Com-
mittee had made no prepazations what-

gusted onlooker that it was ‘‘pumping out
the graveyard” was appreciated.

Tae Brown and A'brecht families lost all
their farniture. Mrs Brown had a narrow
escape with her child. Mr. Albrecht is smd
to have lost quits a large sum of money,
which was in a truak in an upstsirs room of
the burned bailding. According to the
statements made while the fire was in pro-
gress it varied from $100 t> $700. A notice-
able feature of the fire was the hard work
done by a few persons on the roof of the
Walsh house and the apathy of the ciowd
generally who, evident'y, thought they were
not required to do more than the mem-
bers of the Towa Council present—
look oo, helplessly. It seems too
bad that with the money that
has been spent of late on our fire service,
snd in view of the officiency of out firemen
and their promptoess ia doing their part of
the work, they are handicapped, and vala-
able property is burned and much move is
oonetantly jeopardized by the manifest
incompetency of the Fire Committee. It is
a fact that was clearly demoustrated on
Tharsday night that not the slightest pra-
caution had been taken by the committee to
provide for a water-supply for the steam
fire engine in the district in which the fire
under notice took place. They seem to
have absolately trusted to luck, and for ‘all
they had done or could have done when the
fire occurred, the whole place might bave
been burned. What they meaat by neglect-
ing to take the water from the Snowball
pump for a full half hour before they did
18 difficult t> uonderstand, although it is of &
piece with their other manifestations of
helplessnese, or worse.

THE FERRY MATTER.

Ald. Loggie read also a communication
from Messrs, Harry and Ecnest - Haviland
oftering to maintain and rnn the Chatham
steam ferry, provided they were guaran-
teed the same for a period of eight years,
the conditions to be as followa :—

will oot be sufficiently large to warrant so
large a reduction as demanded by the Town
Council, nnless the government subsidy be
increased, which is something the Provinocial
Government has refused to do. A gentle-
man of the Chatham Board of Trade gener-
ously and publicly saggested a town grant
to the service in order, it is sapposed, to
enable the ferry to be run at reduced
charges. Buat this. would simply remove
psrt of the travelling expenses from the
lawful payers to other people who are in no
way r ible for said exp , and make
matters woree ; and ratepayers of the town
wonld have more reason to complain against
paying other peoples’ billa thau the pat-
rons of the ferry have against the alleged
high charges. Would it not be unfair to
impose in any measure the ferry expenses
of others upon this town, of whose rate-
payers many do not have occasion to use
the ferry?

The sugzestion of a town grant to the
ferry servide in order to make possible s
reduction in the faresis no doubt very
pleasiog to the very many non-residents
who necessarily unse the ferry much more
than the people of Chatham do. Let those
who have to use the ferry pay their own
ferry expenses in the future as they have
honestly done in the past. They overlook
the fact that they are free of all such
expenses during the winter, and so have an
advantage denied many people in other
places. Be the charges high or low, they
have not retarded the trade of the town,
nor will a reduction thereof help to develop
the business of the coumatry. If the ferry
cannot be profitably rnn at reduced fares
without imposing an extra burden upon the
ratopayers of Chatham by way of town grant
to the ferry service, it is better to keep the
charges as they wers the past year uotil an
increase of ferry traffic resulting from an
increase of population aad business, will
enable the ferry ruaner to lower the fares.
This is a safe way, Itis admitted that a
towa grant of about $400.00, yearly, wounld
not add much to the taxes, but most all
ratepayers sensibly, if not generounsly, object
to paying even a pars of the travelling
expenses of other people —particularly of
residents of outlying parishes. There are
other interests of mucia more importance
thaa the ferry for which no fauods are avsil-
able. The ferry service can afford to wait
for any practically generous move oo the
part of the town in its intarests, No
doubt, the Town Cvuuncil will arraage the
business satisfactorily to the party who may
ran it, without acting on the suggestion of
giving & town grant to the service.

[Oa taking second thonght our correspon-
dent will, we thiok, realigs that he is hard-
ly correct in assuming that whether the
ferry charges are high or low they do not
“cetard the trade of the town.” If, for in-
stance, they were so high as to be prohibi-
tory of travel, people living on the other
‘side of the Miramichi, and who Jould not
afford to pay them, ‘wounld surely trade at
Douglastown or Newocastle, and Chatham
wonld thas lose the benefit of their trade.
In a similar way, the high ferriage rates of
the past have prevented some people from
using the ferry and, to that extent, they
have ‘‘retarded the trade of the town.”

As to the town being taxed for a farther
bonus to the ferry, supplementary to that
given by the local government, the proposi-
tion counld hardly be éntertained, as there is
uo law authorizing such expenditure. The
trouble over the ferry matter has, no donbt,
arisen through the Town Council's magner
of dealing with the subject. Authority in
this, as well_4s many othar matters has, un-
