have unsatisfied ambitions, from using 
local politics to promote their personal" 
aims and interests. It might, under the 
same conditions, info-m its readers that 
the parties who are “hard at work” and 
are making a most discouraging failure 
of their undertaking are Hon. Mr. Foster 
and a few other enemies—open and other­
wise—of New Brunswick,who Lave under- 
taken, with the aid of the Sun and Globe,to 
defeat the Local Government by means of 
the so-called Liberal-Conservative 
vention at Moncton. It is true that “It 
would be a much easier and simpler task 
to run it with one” [that is, local and 
Dominion politics] but the ease and sim­
plicity would be altogether for the poli i- 
cal leaders and for the profit of their 
hangers on—not at all for the advantage 
of the people. When Mr. Foster and the 
Globe join hands iu this matter, it is nut 
difficult to see what the game is.

From year to year 
they have erected buidings and otherwise 
equipped themselves, and are now in a 
position to carry on their work more 
easily than in the pari. Funds, however, 
are necessary. They siy they should 
have immediate subscriptions and pay­
ments for at least two hundred shares of 
capital stock and this, with a Provincial 
grant of five thousand dollars, and a city 
grant of three thousands dollars would 
make their position secure.

Mr. C. E. Everett, who is and has been 
the hardest worker for the success of these 
exhibitions is an ex-M. P. and does great 
work in promoting the interests of and 
advertising St. John in his peculiar and 
moat efficient way.

paper, after ascertaining what the town 
itself and the company would do. Then 
he would have pleasure in dealing with it. 
The acquisition of the Canada Eastern 
Railway by the government was warmly 
favored by several members of the com­
mittee, with whom the minister agreed.

Mayor Winslow and others presented 
down-iiver needs in the matter of wharf 
accommodai ion, with special reference to 
Bay du Vin wharf and that proposed at 
Burnt Church.

Mr. Blair seemed somewhat surprised 
that the Burnt Church wharf was net now 
being built, 
eight or ten thousand dollars placed in the 
estimates for it.

It was explained that the delay was 
perhaps caused by modifications that had 
been suggested in the specification.

In reference to the Bay du Vin wharf 
the minister seemed very favorably dis­
posed towards building it when he learned 
that only from $3,000 to $4,000 would 
coyer the whole cost. Much credit was 
given by the speakers to the provincial 
government for the subsidy granted for 
steam communication between up river 
points and Bay da Yin, Burnt Church 
and other down river points, without 
which the service would be an impossi­
bility and it was conceded that the local 
government, which had also heretofore 
provided wharf accommodation at Bay du 
Vin should be relieved of the charge.

Hon. J. P. Burohill reminded the 
minister that he had telegraphed him last 
spring asking for a grant to repair Bay du 
Yin wharf. Mr. Blair said the estimates 
had passed at the time ; the application 
was, therefore, too late. He desired the 
committee to send him necessary particu­
lars now, as the estimates were being 
prepared.

Mayor Winslow urged that the Domin­
ion Public wharf be repaired extensively 
at once, and the minister said he wonld 
urge the matter forward with his colleague, 
Mr. Tarte. He also noted for attention 
the committee’s request for a special car 
on freight trains from .Montreal east for 
Chatham and Newcastle goods.

The improvement of communication be­
tween Chatham and Newcastle and 
Escuminao and intermediate places, such 
as Loggieville, Napan, Black River, Bay 
da Yin, the Village and upper and lower 
Escuminao was practically decided upon, 
the Miramichi Telephone Company under­
taking to give a telephone service for one 
half of the present cost of the telegraphic 
service. Mr, Blair said the offer would, 
no doubt, commend itself to the govern­
ment.

Mr. Watt said a telephone line should 
be established along the noith shore of 
the Miramichi to Tracadie. He had 
known three or four vessels to be wrecked 
thereat one time, with no means for com­
municating the fact for two days.

In reply to the minister Mr. W. B. 
Snowball said a telephone line to Tracadie 
would cost perhaps $1000.

Mr. Blair saicLfurther enquiry would 
have to bo made in reference to the 
matter, which was one coming under the 
consideration of the marine department.

After further discussion on some 
other matters, Mayor Winslow thanked 
the minister for the time he had given 
them to present the needs of the town 
and port for his consideration, and the en­
couragement his attitude towards them 
imparted. He was quite sure that the 
hon. gentleman’s visit would result in 
promoting the interests of the community.

After the business men’s conference 
with Mr. Blair, he was waited upon by 
quite a large number of representatives of 
different Liberal committees, who, it was 
understood, wished to preaent their views, 
grievances, etc. in connection with offices, 
which are not filled to their satisfaction. 
These, however, are matters of little 
public concern, which were diacuaaed with 
closed doors.

The minister was favorably impressed 
with the views of the committee,aed after 
referring to the tact that provision had 
been made in a former subsidy act for 
aiding a company to construct the line 
proposed, it had lapsed, and he did not 
knew whether any company now had the 
matter in hand,

would have favorable consideration.

The subject of dredging the channel of 
the Northwest Miramichi ao as to enable 
the steamer subsidized by the provincial 
government to run with greater facility 
between Redbank and pointa below, 
waa discussed, and the minister said he 
would present the Board’s claims in that 
matter to the Minister of Public Works.

The committee directed Mr. Blair’e at­
tention to the poor railway service which 
Newcastle has with the parishes of the 
Southwest, owing to the Canada Eastern 
not making proper connection with the 
Iodiantown branch. They a .id that the 
Canada Eaetern people should be required 
to tun trains between Blackville and 
Iodiantown in winter на well as in summer 
and thought there was a clause in the 
contract by which the subsidy was given 
stipulating that the train service should 
be constantly maintained.

Mr. Blair said he was not at the moment 
prepared to eay what were the term, in 
that regard, but thought the matter could 
be satisfactorily arranged by the businesi 
men intereated placing themsei vea in com­
munication with the Canada Eastern 
management.

Meeara. Creaghan and Morrieaay ex­
pressed the committee’s thanks to the 
minister for the courteous hearing he had 
given them, and retired.

ACCIDENT CO. The Curie of a Treeless Region.
Anyone who has travelled through the 

comparatively treeless countries around 
the Meliterranean, such as Spain, Sicily, 
Greece, Northern Africa, and large por­
tions ef Italy, must fervently pray that 
our own country may be preserved from 
so diemal a fate, eiys President Charles 
W. Eliot in the January Atlantic. It ie 
not the loss of the forest# only that ie to 
be dreaded, but the Ion of agricultural 
region# now fertile and populous, which 
may be desolated by the floods that rush 
down from bare hill# and mountains, 
bringing with them vast quantities of 
sand and gravel to be spread over the 
lowlands. Travelling a few years ago 
through Tunisia, I came suddenly upon 
a fine Roman bridge of stone over a wide, 
bare, dry river-bed. It stood eome thirty 
feet above the bed of the river, and had 
once served the needs of a prosperous 
population. Marveling at the height of 
the bridge above the ground, I asked tho 
French station master if the river ever 
rose to the arches which carried the road­
way of the bridge. Hi* answer testified 
to the flooding capacity of the river and 
to the strength of the bridge. ■ He said, 
“I have been here four years, and three 
times I have seen the river running over 
the ptrapeto of that bridge.”

That country was once one of the richest 
granaries of the Roman Empire. It 
now only supports a sparse and 
semi-batbarous population. The whole 
region round about ia treeless. The 
of the national forests is a provision for 
future generations, for the predorainence 
over vast areas of our country of the great 
industries of agriculture and mining upon 
which the prosperity of the country ulti­
mately depends. A good forest adminis­
tration would soon support itself ; but it 
should be organized in the interests of the 
whole country, no matter what it costs.

wV There ia a good deal of talk of a general 
assembly election in New Brunswick, just 
now, and the indications are that there is 
some foundation for it. There ie also a 
good deal of talk about the 
tiokets that will be in the field. It is, we 
think, a foregone conclusion that the present 
administration stands so well with the 
people in every part of the Province that 
such opposition as will appear against it will 
be a matter of form only, Yerk and St. 
John may be counted upon to fall into line 
with the other counties as a protest from 
beth Liberals and Conservatives against Mr. 
Foster’s great blunder of attempting to make 
the legislature of New Brunswick a kind of 
side show to that at Ottawa. So far as the 
North Shore counties are concerned, they are 
quite satisfied with the Emmereon-Tweedie 
administration. Northumberland 
peered to be more united for its 
interests than at present.

Hon Messrs. Tweedie and Emmerson ad­
dressed meetings at Milltown and St. 
Andrews last week and found that Charlotte 
County is still a great gevernment strong­
hold, A St. Stephen despatch of Monday 
to the St. John Telegraph says : —

“The past week has been one of consider­
able activity among the politicians a# a re­
sult of the meetings held at Milltown and 
SL Andrews, and addressed by Messrs Em- 
merson and Tweedie. Certain opposition 
candidates are anxious now to get on the 
government ticket. After canvassing im­
portant sections of the county they have 
ascertained that it will be difficult to con­
vince the electors of this oouoty that they 
should cast their votes against the present 
local government which has done so mnoh 
for this district, merely for the purpose of 
running eleetione in the future on dominion 
ieasues. Charlotte will give the govern­
ment a good support.”

When a party organ loses its .temper it is 
a sign that it is face to face with a lost 
cause. This is now the position of our 
usually self-satisfied friend the Gleaner, 
which finding that Mr. Foster has failed lo 
induce the conservative friends of the local 
government to abandon it, abuses them thus:

There are traitors in every party and 
every country. But those who do unite 
with the Emmerson combination to down 
Conservatism mast forever cut loose from 
that historic party. In the language of the 
period there will be “no use for them.” Suoh 
persons the Conservative party are well rid 
of. We only allude to the subject to im­
press the fact that a few Benedict Arnolds 
and Judas Iscariot# are to be expected, and 
that now when the crisis has arrived ie the 
time they will select for their dastardly 
work. But all put together it will not 
amount to a puff of tobacco smoke. The 
Government are doomed sud the purchase of 
a few boodlere from the Conservative ranks 
will do that party more good than harm.”

Whew 1 The foregoing are the same old 
epithets that the Gleaner used to address to 
the Conservatives when it was the Liberal 
organ of York county. The heathen still 
rsge, but are harmless, save for the effect of 
their language on the morale of the people,

Chatham, 14th Dec. 1898.c. WARMUNDE Messrs. W. S. Loggie, W. B. Snowball, 
J. D. B. F. Mackenzie, W. C. Winslow, 
Geo. Watc and D. G. Smith, the commit­
tee of the Chatham Board of Trade, 
next heard. President Loggie presented 
a complaint of Chatham merchants that 
the I. C. R. rates on flour discriminated 
against Chatham to the amount of ten 
cents a barrel in favor of Newcastle, 
Fredericton and other peints. He dwelt 
on the fact that Chatham was the largest 
distributing point for freight on the North 
Shore, and claimed that it should not be 
thus handicapped in its business, but 
placed on the same footing as its com­
petitors. It was shown that the I. C. R. 
carried all goods from Montreal to Freder­
icton at less rates than to» Chatham 
although the haul to Chatham is 108 miles 
less than to Fredericton. The rates

The same discrimination ia made in 
goods for Newcastle in favor of that point.

Mr. Blair asked if Mr. Loggie thought 
freight should not cost less on goods 
coming from Montreal to Newcastle or 
Chatham J unction than to Chatham ?

Mr. Loggie said it should certainly not 
be as much as to Fredericton, yet it was 
10c. more per hundred on ordinary goods 
and lOo. per bbl. on flour.

It was also intimated that carload lots 
of flour billed for Fredericton might be 
distributed at points along the Canada 
Eastern, a thing which gave Fredericton 
merchants a great advantage over those of 
Chatham. Mr. Loggie also said that 
they wanted Point du Chene rates on 
lobsters and other goods going to Halifax 
for export.

Mr. W. B. Snowball showed that 
Chatham merchants had lost much trade 
at points from Blackville to Boiestown 
by reason of the discriminating rates com­
plained of, and Mr. Blair enquired as to 
whether these matters had been brought 
to the attention of Mr. Pottinger or Mr. 
Wallace, head of the I. C. R. freight dept.

Mr. Watt replied that Mr. Wallace had 
been approached on the subject but want­
ed the C. P. R. to take the initiative.

Mr. Blair said the committee would do 
well to present the matter to Mr. Wallace 
or Mr. Pottinger, and if they failed to get 
a Satisfactory arrangement with them, it 
might then be refered to him and would 
receive the fairest consideration.

The committee next urged upon the 
minister the desirability of subsidizing a 
line of steamers to run between Miramichi 
and ports iu Great Britain, calling at 
Charlottetown P. E. 1. and were given 
favorable assurances.

After a discussion on the subject of aid 
in extending the Canada Eastern Railway 
into the town of Chatham for the purpose 
of having a station and deep water wharf 
established, Mr. Blair recommended that 
it would be well for the promoters of the

When Mr. Blair was here a few weeks 

ago, a prominent merchant fepiesented 
to him the desirability of a through 
fi eight car being run from Montreal to 
Fredericton via the Intercolonial and the 
Canada Eastern Riilwaye, so that there 
need be no breaking of bulk or transfer 
at Chat him Junction. The minister 
promised to give his attention to the 
matter, and yesterday W. G. Robertson, 
division fi eight agenl of the Intercolonial 
at St. John, was here and communicated 
to Henry Chestnut, for it was he who in­
terviewed Mr. Blair, that tho request 
had been granted and that a freight car 
will run every day from Montreal to 
Fredericton, for the purposes desired by 
our merchants, who will fvel obliged to 
Mr. Blair for hie prompt action.

We all remember the shabby treatment 
Mr. Blair reseived from York County, for 
which he has done so much ; yet he con­
tinues to promote the interests of its 
people in the most magnanimous way. 
Contrast his coarse in that respect with 
that of Mr. Foster, who, although Sir 
Charles Tupper, when he was leader of 
the Ottawa Government, recommended 
the payment to the Province of New 
Brunswick of the Eastern Extension 
claim of over $220,000, would not con­
sent to it being done because it would 
strengthen the influence of Mr. Blair who 
was then provincial premier.

▲ Snow Locomotive.
Referring to the loggiog engine which was 

the subject of a notice in the Advance » 
few weeks since, the St. John Sun of a 
recent date says : —

Alderman George H. Waring leaves to­
day for St. Villiers, Quebec, to fit up the 
snow locomotive recently imported from 
Michigan by A. Cushing A Co. for use in 
connection with their lumbering operations 
np there. Tbe locomotive will take the 
place of teams in hauling the logs to the 
streams. It is an immense meehine, weigh­
ing upwsrde of 35 tons. It will run on two 
large bob sleds and will be propelled by a 
spiked wheel seven feet in diameter and 
seven feet in width.' The sleds will be fitted 
with steam steering apparatus and tbe pro­
pelling wheel will be used as a surface con­
denser, the exhaust steam from the engine 
being converted into water in it and retnrn- 
ed to the boiler again. A very email quan­
tity of water will suffice to keep the boiler 
sapplied each day. It will be equipped with 
two 7Ü horse power engines with vertical 
boiler, working at a pressure of 160 pounds. 
The msohine when set up will be 32 feet 
long and 10 feet wide and tbe gauge of the 
■lede will be 6£ feet. AM. Waring will 
take a eonple of men to Quebec to assist in 
the setting up of the leoomotive.

Although it shows 
at. apparent deSoit on the operation! ef 
the year of $402 22, it »eemi that there 
waa really a wurplus, for $2,444.50 was 
spent on capital account in the erection of 
a poultry houae and grand atand, oat of 
$22,799.39 realised from Exhibition re­
ceipts, which totalled $15,382.10; Provin­
cial grant, $5,000; city grant, $1,500 and 
capital and guarantee fund, $917.29. The 
report favorably mentions several feature» 
of the September exhibition and ahowa 
that there were 6,000 more paid admis­
sion» than at the show of 1897.
