There is nothing very pleasant or in­
viting about any of the great stone build­
ings on King street east. They 
cold chill air about them that will knock 
the humor out of anybody. And the dead 
house is the very heart of this great stoned 
pile.

dead. But if there is one place where 
the surroundings are thoroughly in 
keeping with such a sight, it is 
the morgue on King street east.
It is a cold, damp place with a dry air 
about it that makes one feel as if he were 
in the presence of death, even though all 
the tables were empty. When a person 
gets in the morgue, he usually wants to get 
out again as soon as possible, and is 
thankful that he is capable of doing so un­
aided. This was probably the matter with 
the police sergeant who was in charge 
Sunday afternoon. He had no desire to 
linger in the morgue, and on being com­
pelled to do so, he got excited. The lock 
on the door was rusty from want of use, 
and wouldn’t work, and all the eBorts of 
the sergeant seemed unavailing. He tried 
the key on one side, then on the other, 
and again on both sides. Outside the door 
he was subjected to the inspection of a 
large crowd of curious sight-seers, and 
when he tried the lock on the inside he was 
alone with the corpse, and when he got the 
door between his legs and twisted and 
turned the lock, there was the unpleasant­
ness of having a score of eyes turned upon 
him from one side, ahd a man who was 
fearfully uninterested on the other.
