iroopers, to prevent discontent among the
fatter. ‘The remainder of the minews’ or-
dinary pay will be devoted lo a fund for
he benefit of the families of residents of
the rand killed in the war. The Trans-
waal chamber of mines has issved a circu-
lar objecting to these wages and the con-
ditions of work.

Washington, April 2—There is reason to

Odessa, April {.—Famine and typhus are
raging tbroughout the governments of Kher-
son and Bessarabia and portions of the gov-
crnments of Kieffl and Taurids. The mortali-
ty is 30 per cent of the entire population.

Frederick, Md., April 2--Three hundred
laborers cmployed on the work improv-
ing the Baltimore & Ohio Railroad, tracks
at Mount Airy, struck today for higher
- wages and work has temporarily stopped.
The men, most of whom are Italians and
Hungarians, are in an ugly mood and the
people in the vicinity fear trouble.

Boston, April 3.—British schooner Ulii-
ton arrived bhere today fromn Louisburg,
. B., with 750 tons of pig iron, the first
shipment brought here from the new steel
company’s works at Sydney. ‘The cargo
is more in the nature of sample lots but
it will probably be followed by regular
shipments from the new works.

Bangor, Me., April 3.—The first salmon
of the season to be taken at the Bangor
pools was caught this afternoon by Miss
Jennie Sullivan, of this eity. It weighed
18 3-4 pounds. The fish fought 65 miuutes
before being landed. It sold for $1.25 a
pound. Last year Miss Sullivan took two
fish at the pools in a single afternoon,
being the first woman that ever did this
feat.

London, April -Some apprehension is
felt in regard to the safety of steamer Buenos
Ayrean, Pitts, from Philadelphia March U
for Glasgow, especially since steamer Siber-
ian, which left New York March 13 and ar-
rived at Glasgow 3lst, and which was a week
overdue, brought no news of the Bueuos
Ayrean. (The Buenos Ayrean was delayed
two days at Dclaware Breakwater owing
to fog. She carried a general cargo, with no
passengers. ller agents at Philadelpbia be-
lieve she is delayed by lhicavy weather).

Albany, N. Y., April 3—A new state
flag, made legal by the action of Gover-
por Odell, was flung to the breeze at 11
o’clock from the staff over the state cap-
itol. The pew emblem was unfurled in a
drenching downpour. 1t was made the
legal flag of the state through the pro-
visions of a bill of Senator Ellsworth
signed by the governor this morning. The
bill  changes the color of the flag {from
blue to green.

Nighland, Light, Mass., April 3.--The
southeast gale with heavy 1ain which has
been raging here all day, has not decreas-
ed tonight. At suncet the wind had reach-
ed a velocity of 48 miles an hour and was
increasing. .The vessels in the barbor did
not venture out in the storm. The bhasr-
bor is very rough as the southeast wind
Blows directly in there. Becausze of the
hight course ‘of the tide and the rough
sea in the outside of the Cape the hife
savers will not be able to get along the
beach tonight and will Le obliged to go
overland.

Washington, April 3.—A recent rapid de-
velopment ju the Russian merchani marione
is recorded in a report received at the state
department from U. 8. Consul Kehl at Stet-
tin. ller merchant fleet, which a few years
ago consisted of a few steamers and about
two hundred Fiunish salling sbips, now
x_lumln‘-rs more than 3,000 stcamships, includ-
ing river stcamers.

An imperial ukase recently put in force
limited the Russian coast trade to her own
steamers. This covers the trade between
European and Asiatic Rusia, but owing to
the heavy war demand in Asiatic Russia,
this part of the empire is temporarily exempt
from theo decrec. lHoweyer, just as goon s
this demand ccases, it is certain, according
1o the consul, that the exemption will be
withdrawn and the coast trade law strictly
cuforced.

These were produced by Mr. Wins-
low, of the public works department, who
petsonally explained these matters to the
satisfaction of the committee.

The chief commissioner was in attend-
ance when called and furnished a state-
ment  showing an  expenditure of $60,-
499.08 for the fiscal year 1900 on perman-
ent bridges account.

Printing,

As to public printing, the committec
suggest that it will be both wise and
ceonmmical to ask for tenders.

Your committee expressed appreciation
of the auditor general’s willingness to fur-
nish a'l information and to acknowledge
the value of his services for so many
years as the occupant of his responsible
office; also {o express its thanks to
Messrs, Marshall, Quinton and Dibblee for
the manner in which their evidence and
assistance has heen given.

Liquor License Act.

The attorney general introduced a hill
in amendment to the liquor license act of
1896, which was read a first and secoil
time® and placed upon the order book for
reference forthwith to committee of the
whole.

Ion. Mr. Pugsley explained that section
1 provides that license commissioners shall
hold office for a definite term, the term
of office expiring in tegnlar rotation. Sec-
tion 2 provides for doing away with spec-
inl beer licenses.  From information which
had been received by himself it was evi-
dent that the practice of issuing beer
licenses is not producing the good results
anticipated, and he had been urged by
gertlemen prominent in cuforcing  the
liquor Jaw to have the section amended.
It is claimed that many to whom becr
licenses wre issued use it as a cloak under
which to sell spiritous liquors, and that
these places are not under the eye and
control of the police as thoroughly as are
licensed saloons. It is urged by some in
objection to doing away with beer licenses
that to do so will allow selling of Leer
on Sundays, but that is not so. The Sab-
bath observance Jaw  would still be in
force and will prevent the selling of beer
upon that day. There is one other pro-
vision which he intended to make in the
act, dnd that is to increase the lcense fee
paid by bottlers. There are in the prov-
ince, and especially in  St. John where
most of the beer Fenses are held, 4 aum-
ber of persons who represent upper prov-
ince brewers who' bring the ale and beer
down here in barrels and casks and bottle
it, 1hus coming into competition with our
home brewers. It was proposed that the
Jicense fee for bottlers shall be raised so
as to place home and forcign brewers
upon an equal footing.

McKeown Biil Withdrawn.

The house went into comwmittee on Hon.
Mr. McKeown’s bill to allow St. John
ratepayers whose taxes had not been paid
to vote in civie elections. ‘Tlie amended
biil provides that the question shall be
submitted to a plebiscite before becowming
operative; and that a ‘similar way be
taken in any incorporated town orv city
on the requisition of 25 per cent. of the
vote. Hon. Mr. McKeown spoke at con-
sialerable Jength in support of the bill.

Mr. Shaw opposed the bill and it was
alsq opposed by Mr. Purdy. Mr. Hazen
opposed the hill. He thought a plebiscite
would serve no good purpose.

Britain and Japan in the Protest Against
Russia in Manchuria.

i

Tien Tsin, April 2.—Li Hung Chang,
with his  bodyguard, is returning to
Shanghai. e is indisposed.

Steawers are detained at his disposal
and he is expected to arrive here Thurs-
day.

A company of Germans defeated 1,000
Chinese robbers March 81, seven miles
north of Tien Tsin, killing 11 and wound-
ing 5. 1t is reported that a dozen for-
eigners were co-operating with the rob-
bers. The Germans captured 30 carts and
a gui.

Yokohama, April 3—Teading Japanese
newspapers assert that the Russian  gov-
ernment has replied to Japan's  protest
against the Manchurian convention Lo the
coffect. that. Russia dues not. wish to enter
upon a discussion with third power vel-
ative fo lier uegotiations with China; that
the proposed agreement is purely tempor-
ainv and not intended {o impair the sov-
ereignty of China or 10 injure the interests
of other powers; thati the contents of the
agrecment, immediately upon its conclu-
sion, will be communicated do the other
powers, who will undoubtedly find them
aceeplable, aud finally, that, if any of the
provisions are not acceptable to Japan,
Russia is prepared to discuss the matter
in a friendly spirit.

London, April 3.—-“Russia’s reply to
Japan's protest against the Mauchurian
convention” says the Yokohama corres-
pondent of the Daily Mail, “is regarded
as unsatisfactory, and further vigorous
represeutations will follow.

“Prince Konoye Atsumaro, president of
the house of peers, in the course of an
inflasimatory speech openly discussed the
probable results of a war between Japan
and Russin and said that Japan could
count upon the friendly neutrality of
(ireat Britain and Germany. He declaved
that the United States would interfere
and that France would only cause un-
casiness by the employment of her An-
namese forces and by a naval demonstra-
tion off Fermosa.”

Mr. Loomis Returning to United States—
Recall Asked For, But That Is No
Bringing Him.

ain, April 2 (via Haytien cable)
—The United States auxiliary cruiser
Scorpion ‘has been ordered to convey Mr.
FrancisyB. Loomis, the United States min-
ister at Caracas, Veuczuela, to San Juan
de Porto Rico, where he will embark on
a steamer for New York. The Scorpion
leaves Laguaira April 7 at 1 o’clock.

An attu(:hc of the foreign office at Cara-
cas has divulged the fact that after the
inspired press of Venezuela had for two
months abused the United States navy,
President McKinley and Mr. Loomis, the
Veunezuelan government formally asked
for the recall of Mr. Loomis for no valid
reason. He had, however, antagonized
certain high oflicials. But the government
at Washington has supported Mr. Loomis
and he is going to Washington not be-
cause he is recalled hut on leave of ab-
sence, to consult with Secretary Hay.

President Castro is personally hostile
to Mr. Loomis because the latter has
protested strongly against the non-pay-
ment of large sums due to Americans
after the president had solemnly prom-
ised to pay thg American before any
cther foreign claims. Mr. Loomis discov-
ered, however, that the president was
seeretly paying .(iermu.u claims, thus vio-
lating his promise and evading the terims
of the agreement which ecalled for the
payment of the American claims.
