Judge Taschereau Hears Evidence in re the
Alleged Paper Trust.

—

Montreal, July 3—(Special)—The inves-
tigation ordered by the dominion govera-
ment into the paper industry in® view of
‘the claims made by a number. of newspa-
per proprietors that a combine exists
among the manufacturers to maintain
prices on a high level was resumed in this
city today under the presidency of Judze
'l'aschereau.
"John R. Barbour, of Georgetown, Ont.,
who owns two pulp mills, was the first
witness. He stated that the advance in
the price of paper was not proportionate
to the advance in the cost of production.

John MecKarlane, president of the Can-
ada Paper Company, was the only other
witness of the session.

He stated that a reduction in the duty
on paper would be a scvere loss to the
trade, in which $20,000,000 is invested.The
removal of the duty would mean the ex-
tinction of the industry in which there
are between 5000 and 6,000 people engag-
ed, apart from those engaged in getting
out wood used for making paper-

Gogernment Statement of the
Year Ending June 30
Shows Surplus of .

NEARLY $76,000,000. .

e s

Woashington, July 3.—The comparative
gtatement of the government receipts and
expenditures shows that during the fiscal
year ended June 30 the total receipts from
all sources amoupted to $585,848,309, and
the disbursements to $509,983,210, ieaving a
surplus for the year of $75,864,999. The
receipts from customs during the year
amounted to $238,786,740, as against $233,-
164,871 for the fiscal year 1900, from in-
ternal revenue $305,104,410, as against
$295,327,926 for last year; miscellaneous
$41,547,157, as against $38,748,053 for last
year.

The disbursements during the year are
given as follows: Civil and miscellaneous
$122.301,434, war $144,620,500, navy $60,-
515,387, Indians $10,896,008, pensions $139,-
323,489, interest $32,171,402. Total dis-
bursements for the year were $22,260,519
in excess of those for last year.

The monthly statement shows that dur-
ing June the receipts amounted to $50,-
333,907, and the disbursements to $33,045,-
147, leaving a surplus for the month of
$17,288,760. The 'receipts from customs
were $18,409,397, from intenal revenue $25,-
431,802, and from miscellaneous sources
$6,402,727. The total receipts for the
month were abcut $1,100,000 less than last
year.

The public debt statement says that at
the close of the fiscal year, June 30, the
debt, less cash in the treasury, amounted
to $1,044,733,120, a decrcase during June
of $17,737,374. This decrease is accounted
for in the miain by af‘increase in the cash
on hand. The debt is recapitulated as
follows: Interest<bearing debts, $987,413,-
435; debt on which interest has. ceased
since maturity, $1,415,620; debt bearing no
interest, $383,015,584; tofal, $1,371,572.244.
This amount, however-does not include
$571,754,689 in certificates and treasury
notes outstanding, which are offset by an
equal amount of cash cm hand held for
their redemption. The cash in the treas-
ury is classified as follows: Gold reserve
fund, $150,000,000; trust funds, $771,543,-
689; gold funds, $158,697,247: in national
bank depositories, '$101,462,973; total, $1,-
181,868,011, against Whidh there are de-
mand liabilities outstfindjng amounting to
$855,035,786, which' léhvés @ casli’ balance
on hand of $326,833{1?4,, .

The circulation statement issued by the
comptroller of thie curtency shows that at
the close of the fiscal year June 29 the
total cireulation of sational bank uotes
was $353,742,187, an increase for the year
of $44,101,744. The circulation based on
United States bonds was $323.890,684, an
increase for the year of $49,773,134.

The circulation secured by laavful money
amounted to $29,851.503, ‘a decrease ” for
the year of $5,673,300. 'The amount of
United States régistered bonds on deposit
to secure circulaling no‘es was $326.219,-
230, and to. secure public deposits $105,-
810,450. .

The French Courts Declare That He
Was Never Lizzie Barrier’s Hus-
band. :

Taris,” July 3—Count Robert De P’om-
ereu, deputy of the department of Seine
Infericur and mayor of Hevon, near
Rouen, has received a - decree from a
French court declaring he was never mar-
ried to a woman nmamed Lizzie Barrier.

1t appears thiat at the begioming of this
year Count De Pomereu received a letier
from Lizzie Barrmier, in which the writer
claimed conjugal rights and neproached
him with abandoning his wife and their
baby. Count De Pomereu investigated the
matter and found that Lizzie Barrier had
been induced to marry, in New York,
April 19, 1892, an adventurer who used
the name of Count Robert De Pomereu.
When the Barrier woman was confronted
with the real Count De Pomereu she ad-
mitted he was not her husband.

Upon the day of the mariiage in New
York of the Barrier woman and the im-
poster, the real Count De Pomereu was
at Herom, in Nommandy, where, in his
capacity of mayor, he read the marriage
ceremony over two of his villagers.

Lizzie Barrier possesses authentic marri-
age documents of her marriage with the
adventurer who posed as the French count,
but nothing is known of her real husband’s
present wihereabouts,

FIFTEEN KILLED
IN STRIKERS’ RIOT.

Bad State of Affairs in Mining Region--Post
Office Blown Up With Dynamite.

Denver, July 3.—News reached here lale
this afternoon of an outbreak of the strik-
ing miners of the Smuggler mine near Tel- '
luride in the extreme southwestern part
of the state. The information was to the
effect that the post office had been blown
up with dynamite and 15 men had been
killed in the rigt. All wires leading to
‘Pefiluride have been cut by the miners,
The news of the riot came from Ouray,
Col., across the mountains from Telluride
and was telephoned into Ouray from the
Camp Bird mine, which is between Ouray |
and Telluride. The Camp Bird is the
property of Thomas Walsh, a resident of |
‘Washington. It is said that miners from
the Liberty Bell, Tomboy Revenue and
Camp Bird mines have joined with the
Smuggler strikers and that 800 men now
surround the Smuggler mine. - ’

The despatch from Ouray stated that
the shooting was still going on when the
despatch -was sent. The strike in the
Smuggler mine has been on for some time
and only recently a citizens’ committee
was appointed at Telluride to try to ef-
fect a settlement of the differences be-
tween the miners and the owners of the
property,

STRIKING FREIGHT HANDLERS.

R

Many Hundreds Are Out in St. Louis, and
Are Joined by Clerks and Drivers.

St. Louis, July 3—Striking freight
handlers in the railroad yards at Kast St.
Louis now number 1,700 men. Of this
namber 6J0 are drivers of transfer wagons
who went out in sympathy. Not a wheel
is moving around the frejght sheds and
3,000 freight cars aree&w\afng to be un-
loaded. Many of them>sre lcaded with
fruit, vegetables and other perishable
goods. Later the number of strikers was
increzsed to 1,865 men, 500 clerks geing
out in sympathy. Deputy marshals are
guarding the vandalia because the propenty;
is in the hands of the courts.

No violence has been reported, but extra
policemen are being held in reserve at the
stations. .

THREATEN A REVOLUTION.

Labor Parly at Brussels Issues Sharp Mani-
festo, Criticizing the Government.

Brussels, July 3.—The general council
of the labor party issued a manifesto to
the public, maintaining that the govern-
ment has forgotten the lessons of the past,
saying it appears to be unaware of the
power of Socialism and adding that if the
government refuses to listen to the people

the latter, conscious of the legitimacy of ,

their rights and the justice of their: cause, |
will fight for universal siffrage and secure
it. “’'he hour has arrived for battle,”
says the manmifesto, which appeals to all
Sociallists to organize demonstrations coin-
cident with the reassembling of parliament
and concludes with saying that if pacific
means fail the working people will not
ghrink from a revolution.

Street Railway Charter Sold.

Hartford, Conn., July 3.—The Connecti-
cut Railway & Lighting Company has just
purchased the charter which was granted

to the Cheshire Street Railway Company |
at the recent session of the general as-
sembly. The charter embraces the fran-
chise right to constrmuct a street railway
from Waterbury to Mt. Carmel, where it
connects with the Fair Haven & West- .
