CAUSE OF THE TROUBLE.
Dean Thought the Students Were
Making Too Much Noise at a
Dinner in One of the Rooms, and
Broke in Door—Dr. Scott Issues
Ultimatum, and War is On.

¥redericton, March 15— (Special)—The
eleven university students who resided in
the college residency, vacated their quar
ters on Saturdey afternoon and are at
present in boarding houses in different
parts of the cibty. The names of the
students are: D. K. Hazen, F. E. Jordan,
D. J. Trueman and B. A. Yandall, who
thail from St. John; E. S. Miles, -of Mau
‘gerville; E. S. Dibblee, of Woodstock; G.
X. Lutwick, of Alma; D. C. Haviland anu
J. MacNaughton, of Chatham; and W.
Gregory, of St. Stephen, and F. G. Mec
Leod, of Charlottetown (P. E. 1.)

This movement on ithe part of the stud
ents is tthe result of an event which occur-
red some time previously. About ‘two
weeks ago the resident students held a
supper in MacNeughton and Dibblee’s
moom, and passed the west of the evening
in o social way. After the mamy delicacies
had been dispensed with the boys started
inging college songs. In ‘the midst of the
singing ‘a’ gentle knock was heard at the
door. Not wishing to be interrupted in
ttheir enjoyment and mot kmiowing nvhho the
!'Inp'uder might be, they proceeded with
their songs, A very loud knocking then
oocurfed; followed dmmediaaely by “the
breaking in of the door, and Doctor Scott.
dean of the resiGency, entered amid the
tfalling plaster.«

The dean asked dfor an explanaftion
which, mot being forthcoming, he ordered
all with the exception of Dibblee and Mac-

. Neughton to leave the room. This orde:

rwas not complied with, and Doctor Scott
withdrew. The singing was continued as
#f nothing had happened, and the students

ired tto their several rooms, all voting
the affair a jolly good time.

The mext morning the occupants of the
were requested to interview Doctor
Boott, and an explanation or an apology
was demanded. Owing to 'the peculiar
position in which they were placed it ap

' pears tthat an explanation could not well

be given, and that an apology was con-
i by them unnecessary. The dean
iroughtt the matter up at a meeting of the
faculty, which advised that the occupants
of the room be held responsible. .
Dibblee and MacNaughton were then in-

i

with the dean, but mo reconciliation was
effected. They then complained to Chan-
cellor Harnison, who called another meet
ing of tthe faculty, et which a communica
tion from the occupants of the room wa-
received, stalting their willingness to abide
by Doctor Scott’s decision.

The board recommended that the mat-
ter be held in abeyance until a meeting of
the university semate should be called, and
Doctor Scott foilowed its advice. The
senate convened last Tuwesday, and a letter
avas received from the other resident ¢tud-
ents freeing those who occupied the room
from any blame in the matter. The dean
attended this meeting and narrated what
had ocourred. The members of the sen-
aite aparently not wishing to deal with the
matter left it entirely in' Doctor Scott’s

- thands, with full power to act. The occu-

pants of the room were informed on the
following day by letter that the matte:
would still be considered open for settle
ment until 6 o'clock 'that evening. Not
doing this, however, they would be ex-
pected to (eave the residence on the fol-
lowing day

‘Dhey interviewed Doctor Scott, who wish~
ed them o state that they had no re-
wponsibility in the affair and disapproved
of the students’ actions. Otherwise an
wpoalogy would be necessary and would be

before 6 o’'clock. This being made
known to the other students, a delegation
was sent by them to Doctor Scott, who in-
formed them that if Dibblee and Mac-
Naughton stated o him that the non
opening of ithe door and the singing of
the songs were disrespectful the matter
would be settled.

This delegation was sent without the
knowledge of the occupants of the said
room, to whom the result of the interview
mas told. At the earnest request of the
other resident students they went to the
dean and made the required acknowledge-
ments. It would appear, however, that
Doctor Scott changed his mind in regard
o this agreement, as he demanded apoio-
@ies for the refusal to open the door, their
statement at their first interview that they
thad nothing to say by way of explanation,
and by not answering his questions when
he entered their room.

The apologies were mot given and the
studentts vacated their room, din accord-
ance with Doctor Scott's request. The re-
maining vesident students, feeling that

.they were more 'to blame than those wiho

wccupied the rooms, and believing that the
dean had mot kept his agreement, have
also left. ; \

The residency contains at present seven
roams, all of which were occupied before
the recent trouble. Originally there were
wivirteen, but six of these are wused by
Doctor Scott. A scheme for a new resi-
dence has often been projected, but the
finances of ithe university have not hither-
to been in a state to warrant such an
expenditure.

GETIING INTO LINE

Many Suggestions With Pegard to
the Features of the Great Event
-—A Meda! Wil Be Struck - A
Programme Committee Appointed.

At the meeting of the tercentenary cele-
boation e>mmittee Thureday, prasided over
by his worship the mayor, it was decided
to have a medal struck in commemoration
of the evemt, and a committee was ap-
pointed to procure designs for the same.
A programme committee was also ap-
pointed to arrange the events for the en-
tertaimment of the expected visitors, and
to estimate ithe approximate cost, so that
the executive would be in a position to
know how large a grant to ask for from
the different bodies from whom they are
expected.

There were present besides the secr-
tary, D. Russell Jack and His Worship
Mayor White, delegates from most of the
labor and other organizations which had
been asked to coJoperate in getting up the
celébration. Their names were Aldermen
Lewis and Macmae, D. C. Clinch, C. L.
Jarvis, Col, Underhill, G. F. Matthew,
M. McLean, W. P. Dole, Chas. Campbel!,
D. H. Waterbury, D. J. McLaughlin, G.
A. Henedrson, Aldermen Bullock, J. A.
Sstey, Col. Markham, S. D. Scott, W. M.
Robson, C. A. Macdonald, Rev. W. O.
Raymond, Canon Richardson, Mrs. Fisk,
Mrs. W. F. Hatheway, F. E. Hamington,
Roland Frith and some others.

The secretary read communications
from the following: From the St. John
Driving Club, appointing D. C. Clinch
their representative to act.on the com-
mittee; from Court Hiawatha, C. O. F.,
appointing George A. Troop; from the
Painters’ Union, accrediting M. McLean
as their representative; from the gover-
nors of the Wiggins Male Orphan Asylum,
promising to participation in the celebra-
tion as far as possible; from Louis Fre-
chette, promising to be present in the
city if his health permitted; from the
Teamsters’ Union, appointing J. A. Fisher
their representative; from the various
transportation companies, -announcing that
they would issue tickets along their vari-
ous lines good from June 20th to July
A copy of a communication was read
from Col. White, D. O. C., to Col. Aly-
mer, conveying the request of the com-
mittee that the military take part in the
forthcoming celebration. In his reply Col.
Aylmer asked for more particulars, and
intimated that the civic authorities would
be required to give a guarantee for the
expense of transportation, etc., if the re-
quest was acceded to.

On motion of W. P. Dole the secretary
was instructed to communicate with the
minister of militia on the subject.

Ald. Bullock, speaking for the Tour-
ist Association, said the secretary had
communicated with the transporiation
companies with regard to the excursion
tickets. He also intimated that designs
for a special post card for the tercenten-
ary would be submitted to them this
week. The design for post cards had been
decided on and the work in connection
with the same undertaken. ¢

In accordance with a suggestion thrown
out at the last meeting for a medal to
be struck in commemoration of the event,
the secrefary had communicated with the
Whitehead & Hogan Company; Montreal,
who sent some samples of medals, fobs
and stick pins for inspection, quoting
prices. After some discussion, however, it
was agreed to have a medal of better
quality than any shown, and a committee
consisting of Col. Markham, G. A. Estey,
Mayor White and Dr. Dole were appoint-
ad to procure designs if mecessary by ad-
ventisement and select a suitable inscrip-
tion. It was sugested the medals should
be about the size of a silver dollar.

The question of finance was then taken
up, but it seemed to be the opinion of
the meeting that some definite programme
should be decided on, and that the grant
asked for should include any mnecessary
expense in connection with the meeting
of the Royal Society, of which Dr. Mat-
thew explained -about eighty members
would attend in this city.

Ald. Lewis thought that if the council
were approached carefully in this matter
it would be found 'that they were prepared
to deal libemmlly by the celebration com-
mittee.

IN MAINE SAW MILLS.

propose.
in &t. John and that city has the advant-
age of this arrangement. We want to do
the same thing for our own mills up river.
Having pointed out the reasons why this
resolution should pass, I will conclude by
reading it, as follows:—

Whereas large sums of momey have been
invested-in saw mills for .the manufacture
of lumber throughout this and es-
pecially along the River St. John from its
mouth to the head waters thereof and many
of our people find employment in connection
therewith; and

Whereas it is desirable at all times to en-
courage the profitable employment of cap-
ital within our midst and to keep our wage
earners permanently employed at home; and

Whereas it is gemerally wun and
known that lumber operations are now car-
ried on at the head waters of the river and
still larger operations'are projected by which
logs and other lumber cut on the crown
lands of the province are being shipped in
“the round or unmanufactured state to the
neighboring State of Maine,there to he manu-
factured in the mills of that country to the
great  detriment of our, manufacturing and
labor interests; and

Whereas under the alien labor laws of the
United States our wage earners are prevent-
ed from crossing to the State of Maine
to work in the manufacture of such logs and
lumber so being cut and exported from our
crown lands; therefore

Resolved that in the opinion of this house,
legislation should be at omce promoted to
prevent logs and other Jumber which are
grown and cut on crown lands from being
exported from the provinte in the round or
unmanufactured state.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie—This is a very im-
portant resclution emd wrequires the most
careful consideration. It must be evident
to thcse who have heard the speech of the
member from Carleton that more informa-
tion iw required lefore the house cam bLe
prepared to vote intelligently upom it. It
would be easy to pass this resolution, but
we must look at its effects from every
point of view. We are all agreed that our
own morking men should be properly pro
tected, and we are prepared to consider
this matter entirdly from {rom party
When we granted the long leases on crown
ands in 1893 there wams nothing in the
regulations to prevent a iumbermam from
selling his logs anywhenre. If we impose a
r.striction mow a leasee might say “I pur-
chased these lands without restrictions and
now you are altering my pesition.”

A great mavy questions also might arise
as to the effects of thig policy on our re-
.ations to the United States. 1 feel that
we arc not prepared to decide this matter
off hand, ¢nd therefore I would suggest
that this resolution be referred to a welect
committee for the purpose of obtaining
mere information and hearing evidence on
the subject.

THE FISH MARKET

Dry Fish Still Very Scarce and High,
and Consumption Has Fallen Off,

The scarcity of dry fish, to which re-
ference was made in The Telegraph-a few
days ago, still continues, and doubtless
the supply will be short for some time
yet. The last sale of dry cod nvas at $4.85
per quintal, ex-vessel.

The high price, however, has greatly
curtailed consumption, and the dealers
therefore are not greatly worried over
the situation. When the price goes above
a reasonable figure the demand simply
falls off, as the people can do without the
dry fish. There has as yet been mo ad-
vance in pickled fish.

As 18 usual at this season of the year,
some haddock are being imported from
the states for curing purposes.

The dealers in hard dried fish, such as
are sold in the southern markets, have
been doing a good business for some time
past. The price has been high in the
West Indies and South America. Some
shipments go from here, but more from
Halifax, and the Halifax dealers therefore
must have made a good thing out of the
business.

Yesterday's Halifax Chronicle
“The market here has become very much
firmer since the Chronicle’s last report,
and fish is pretty scarce here now. The
feeling is very strong and active for cod,
and it is fully anticipated that supplies
will be exhausted in six weeks. There
have been heavy shipments to the Ameri-
can markets for Porto Rico of bank fish.
All lines of dry fish have advanced from
forty to fifty cents in the past two weeks,
and the last sale of bank fish was &5.40
for the run, ex vessel. Lunenburg bank
cure is mow wobtainable. The Lunenburg
men who held their Nova Scotia bank
fish nvere wise in doing so, and the firm
stand taken by the majority of the dealers
here last autumm and winter has been
fully warranted by results. Nova Scotia
bank are pretty well exhausted, and the
Newfoundland and Gaspe, while pretty
peentiful will be pretty good stock before
the season is over.”
