AU newspaper and magazine illus­
trations are made by photography 
for even if the originals are drawings 
or paintings they are reproduced on 
the printer’s plate by a photography 
process.

Because of photography nearly the 
whole world sees pictured every im­
portant place, all important person- 
ages and most important events. 
Writing was always a poor make­
shift for describing scenes or places 
but now—even by the aid ot the low­
ly picture post card—one part of the 
world knows what the other part 
looks like.
