A barrier more than thirty feet high,
across the Niagara Plateau, would throw
the waters of Lake Erie back on Lake
Michigan and the drainage would be
through the Mississippi to the Gulf of
Mexico. Western geologists have found

the Illinois and the speaker drew sec-
tions ot a great barrier which once
reacshed across the plateau. The old
river bed in Illinois and the broken
bridge across the Niagara platean
account for the extremo youth of the
falls.
