WOULD DEVELOP
Building of Railway From Van- 

ceboro and Construction of 
• Docks, Etc., Part of the 

Extensive Plans.

The Port Canada Docks, Warehouse 
and Storage Co., Ltd., is applying for 
incorporation by letters patent from 
the Provincial government, and notice 
of their application appears In the 
Royal Gazette this week.

The object of this company is the 
development of L’Etang, the Char­
lotte county port. Those applying for 
incorporation are Geo. W. Marsh and 
Walker L. E. Marsh, steamship mer­
chants, of Toronto; Robert N. Ag- 
new, financial broker, New York; 
Charles H. Clarke, merchant, of Newr 
York; and Joseph Doust, merchant, of 
Toronto.

These gentlemen are also largely 
interested in the Canada Terminal 
Railway Co., which has a charter to 
build a railway from Vanceboro to 
L’Etang, and it was stated this morn­
ing by one familiar with the affairs 
of those interested that that railway 
would have been built and develop­
ment work well under way had It not 
been for the recent financial depres­
sion in New York and other* centres. 
It is now proposed to prosecute this 
work at once and the completion of 
the railway and the development of 
the port will soon be started.

The Port Canada Docks, Warehouse 
and Storage Co. have a capital of 
$99,000, and the gentlemen named 
above are provisional directors. They 
will have their chief place of busi­
ness at L’Etang, and ask for the right 
to carry on an extensive business in 
docks, warehouses, cold storage, tow­
ing, wrecking, dredging, etc., as well 
as to make contracts with the British 
government for the use of their docks 
in time of war.
