(n) In“gnoe the mo# of the animal im ounded takes ex-
geption to the ameunt of fees or expenses claimed by the pound-kesper
or the party impounding the animal, the owner and party complained
of shall at any time within *hree days appear hefore the nearest
sosessible justice to the place where the animal was found, er sugh
other justioe as the parties agree to appear before, and upon hearing
the statements of the parties on oath eor etherwise, as to the
Justiee shall seem advisable, such justice shall determine the amount
of expenses able in the mattar, and sueh determination of the
Justice shall be final and eonelusive between the parties.
