O judge whether a family is good and 
happy, one most note, if the law of res­
pect is observed there ; where children 
and servants are submissive and respect­
ful, you can truly say that is a happy 
family.

The respect and honor rendered to 
Parents, constitutes the religion of the 
the family, as respect for a sovereign, 

or his representatives is the religion of society ; in either 
of those, Parents or Sovereigns, it is not the qualities one 
is asked to honor-; but the dignity which comes from God.

Our first obligation to Our Lord is respect, instinctive, 
spontaneous, unreasoning. We must honor Our dear Lord 
everywhere. His dignity as Man-God demands it. At 
His name every knee must bend in heaven on earth, and 
in hell.

In heaven the Angels are prostrate before His Majesty 
in trembling adoration. The place of His Glory, “ Hea­
ven," is also the place where sovereign respect is ren­
dered Him. All creatures on earth obey Our Lord, the 
waters at His command stood still, adored Him, the sun 
and stars honored Him, and kept over Him when men 
despised Him ; and in hell the damned tremble under the 
severe justice of the Judge of the living and the dead.
