The unpopularity of 
women an Insurance risks la ao well de­
fined that aome companies will not accept 
them at all, and others will only take 
them at higher rates than are demanded 
on the lives of men. Certain companies 
consider them equally eligible with mdn, 
and accept them at the same rates, but 
such Is not the practice.
