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GIANT MAY RESUME

NEGOTIATIONS NOW IN PROGRESS
i MAY LEAD TO RESUMP-
o TION IN JUNE.

LONDON LAWYER HERE TO SET-
¢ TLE . LITIGATION—BRINGS
S GOOD NEWS,

The outcome of the visit to Rossland
of B. A. Wolf, solicitor, of London,
may be a settlement of all the trou-
bles ‘of the Giant Mining company,
paving the way to a resumption of op-
erations at the mine bn a large scale.
Such a prospect is held out by Mr.
MWolf, who will be in the city for the
mext ten or twelve days at least. There-
upoa he returns to London to report
the result of his mission to his princi-
Dres.

In event of success attending Mr.
‘Woelf's efforts to straighten matters out
the probable date of the resumption
at the Giant is placed in June next.
Referring to the matter, Mr. Wolf
seid yesterday: -

“Te a large extent my business in
Ressland is of a private nature, which
I eannot disclose. It is no breach of
oenfidence “to state, however, that I
am secking to settle some little dis-
putes between the Giant company and
my principals, the African Ventures
Sysdieate. It should be & eompara-
#vely easy matter to settle the points
Ia lssue, but it is these details that I
am not at liberty to discuss for publi-
cation. :

“In reply to your query I may say
that in my opinion the settlement of
the matters in question will have an
fmportant effect upon the future pro-
gram for the Gidnt mime. I should
say that if the issues are straightened
eut to my satisfaction, and I can 80
report to my prineipals in London, op-
erations will certainly be resumed. at
the Giant mine on a substantial scale.
The date of such rseumption would
probably be in June next, but the re-
sumption, so far as my principals are
eamcerned, hinges around the settle-
meat I have referred to. Prior to my
departure from Rossland I may be able
% say whether or not I have accom-
plished the desired object.

“I mave no idea, not being a mining
man, what part the suggested reduc-
tion works play in the plans for the de-
veiopment and equipment of the Giant
mine.”

Governor Mackintosh states that
Ferdinand Deitsch, consulting engi-
meer for the Giant company, will be in
Rossland at a comparatively early date
for the purpose of looking into the
loeal situation, examining the mine and
forwarding the company’s plans for the
construction of reduction works that
will save the cobalt and molybdenum
contents of the ore.

1t is understood that the differences
between the Giant company and the
African Ventures Byndicate hinge
sbout the status of the latter concern
as holders of debentures issued by the
Giant company. The African Ventures
Syndicate is said to desire that the
debentures shall stand as a charge
against the mining company’s assets,
and that this point is in dispute.

An effort was made to railroad the
resolution through, but the mayor rul-
ed that it came under the head of busi-
nees requiring notice of motion, where-
upon the mover altered the motion
int0 & formal notice. The topie was
mot debated. Alderman MeDonald sald
#t should not be inferred that the dis-
charged officials would not be eligible
for reinstatement, but the majority of
the board had decided that changes
in the staff were necessary amd would
insist upon such.

Alderman Rolt deferred his criti-
cism until the matter eame up i de-
bete, and Mayor Clute remarked that
some justification should be given for
the discharge of publio servants.

HE WAS GAGGED.

When councfl opened Alderman Roit
108e to a point of privilege. He drew
atiention to the fact that :he last ses-
sion of council was sammarily brought
to a elose through a motion to adjourn,
and he was denied the right to debate
this resolution by ‘s ruling from the
chalr. At the time he bowed to the
rvling, but since them Be had looked
into the matter and ascertalned that
almost evemywhere else a motion to
anjourz was debatable. The motion
under discussion was unreasonable
and tyrannical. It was not explained
to the minority of the eouncil and was,
therefore, not understood. He woald
now ask for the opinion of the eity so-
Heitor in order that for the future he
might mot feel thai he had been gag-
wed or denled the right of fres speech.

Mayor Clute sald that when he ruled
Rhe believed his ruling was parliamen-
tary, but he had since had doubts on
the subject. =

Alderman McDonald was at a loss
to understand why the point had been
raised, or why the solicitor was ask-
ed to pass on the Question. In his
opinion a motion to adjourn was al-
was in order.

it was pointed out that the question
was not as Alderman McDonald put
it, but as to whetker a motion to ad-
Journ was debatable.
€ided that such motions were debata-
ble, producing Reed’s handbook on con-

gressional procedure to gubstantidte
his opinion.

Alderman McDonald remarked across
the table to Alderman Rolt that he
didn’t see what difference it made any-
way, inasmuch as the majority had
supported the resolution to adjourn.

TO PROTECT LIFE.

Alderman Rolt introduced under the
head of inquiries the matter of pro-
tection for persons attending enter-
tainments of any description, asking
whether the terms of the bylaws re-
quiring inspection of buildings used
for this purpose had beem emforeed.
He remarked that in view of the ter-
rible object lesson furnished by the
recent Chicago theatre disaster every-
thing should be done to safeguard life
here.

Mayor Clute sald the bylaw relating
to Trades Licenses imposed such heavy
fees on such premises that the terms
were unworkable, and@ that for this
reason the bylaw had not been en-
forced, so far as he kn amend-
ment regulating the fees on a more
reasonable basis was necessary Lefore
the bylaw would be workable.

Alderman Rolt insisted upon an im-
mediate assurance that the bylaw
would be enforced and at once, and it
was finally referred to the city soli-
citor for a report. The eouncil was ap-
parently a unit on the subject. Later
in the evening it developed that the
fees chargable for entertainments were
$5 for every such attraction and 3
per month. Alderman Rolt's idea is
that $1 is enough for an entertainment
and $10 per annum sufficient instead
of $25 per month,

MISCBLLANY.

Frank Thompson & Co. of Montreal
wrote to say the firm was eonsidering
the purchase of Rossland debentures,
and asked for imformatiom about the
city’s financial position and prospects.
The required iaformation wilk be for-
warded.

Alderman Lookhart mOved that $150
be granted the Winter Carnival, with
permission to contract ski fumps and
toboggan slide. This was carried.

It was resolved that the preparation
of the assessment roll for the eurrent
year should be commeneed om Febru-
ary 1, finished on April 1 and return-
ed to council- on Apri) .

The school board’s estimates of ex-
penditure were recelved and referred
to the whole counetl

The ecity solicitor reported that Blue
& Deschamps’ title to the ground they
proposed selling to the eity im connec-
tion with the flume right of way was
good, and recommended the payment
ol the purchase price. He also recom-
mended a refund of $30 water rates to
John Boultbee. .

Leave was given to introduce at next
councii meeting a bylaw to authorize
the horrowing of money for current ex-
penses.

Aldermen MeDonald and Petch mov-
ed that the resolutions passed by the
previous council on January 30, 1903,
anent the payment of salaries, be re-
scinded. This resolution referred to a
month’s notice being required on either
side between the city amd its em-
ployees. The motion was earried.

A large number of speetators gather-
2d in the hall, but the proceedings did
not evolve any fireworks.

THE BUSY DOMINION

L. A. CAMPBELL COMPARES IN-
DUSTRIAL CONDITIONS WITH
UNITED STATES.

SAYS EASTERNERS HAVE CHANG-
ED YVIEWS RESPECTING
BRITISH COLUMBIA,

“One of the features that impressed
me strongly in the course of my wvisit
to the east was the comparison between
conditions industrial in Canada and
the United States. At the various
American factories I visited the crews
had been reduced about fifty per cent,
while in Canada the factories are run-
ning practically at full capacity. The
explanation of the slackness of trade
south of the international boundary
line was the approach of the presiden-
tial elections, but regardless of this
the prosperity on our side of the line
was most gratifying.”

This is from Lorne A. Campbell, gen-
eral manager of the West Kootenay
Power & Light company, who has Just
returned from a month’s visit to the
east, in the course of which he visited
the principal Canadian manufacturing
centres as far east as Montreal, and
2 number of American industrial cen-
tres. The sentiment in the foregoing
gives a local corroboration of the facts
set forth in recent finanaecial publica~
tions.

Mr. Campbell was also impressed
with the rigors of the present winter
in Ontario and Quebec. At Toronto
he encountered weather cold enough
to bring the mercury fifteen degrees
below zero, at Kingston there was a
few degrees additional frost, while the
lowest temperature he met with was
in Montreal, when the thermometer
registered twenty-five degrees below
zero. In the course of the recent cold
snap here the thermometer register-
ed almost at zero for a few hours, and
this is the record for Rossland dur-
ing the present winter.

Throughout the east Mr. Campbell
found people pleased to hear news at

first hand anent the mining industry-

of Rossland and British Columbia. He
testifies to a much bettar feeling in
respect to mining securities as invest-
ments, and attributes this change of
heart to the fact that easterners have
lost three times as much in their own
industrial stocks as was lost from start
to finish in Kootenay mining ventures.
The effect of these losses right at
home has been to convince investors
that their misfortunes in British Co-
lumbia enterprises were not because
of any shortcoming in the country f{t-
self but owing to imjudicious selection
of securities and manipulation. The
country is no longer blamed, and this
is a decided step in the right direction,
although the lesson has been expensive
for the easterners.

Touching on local matters, Mr. Camp-
bell states that there has been no
change in his company’s determina-
tion to postpone extensions to its plant
until next year. The outlook, he says,
is better today for increased consump-
tion of electrical power than at any
time in the history of the camp, and it
is practically assured that early in
the present year the company’s out-

put will be enhanced by a thousand

of this number of additional horse-

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NO.1 MINE TO WORK

LE ROI TWO’S SECOND PROPERTY
GOES INTO WORKING
LIST.

MINE WILL SHIP TO GRANBY—
ASSISTANT MANAGER
APPOINTED.

Another Resland mine rejoins the
workirg lst mext week, when active
mining operations will be resaned at
the No. 1 mine of the Le Roi Two

group. The management of the com-
pany has had this move in view for
some mouths, but conditions have now
reached the stige where the idea can
be put into practice. The product of
the No. 1 will be~ shipped to the
Grarby smelter at Grand Forks

The No. 1 was closed down four or
five months ago. The mine is well
developel, -but its body of smelting ore
was comparatively small, although the
values vere exceptionally high, run-
ring in some instances as high as $100
per ton. The management reported at
the time of the close dowa that the
good results obtainable from such high
grade ore were in a measure lost
through the expense of operating the
mine as a ligh grade proposition, aad
announced its ictention of suspending
operations pencing arrangements to
work the wmine as a low grade prop-
osition. The No. 1 then gave employ-
ment to about 25 men.

Details are not available as yet re-
specting the proballe number of men
to be employsd in the No. 1 or rhe
lasis on which production will be
estal lished. 1t is likely that on the
start the c'ew will be limited in num-
ber, but that its strength will be in-
creased from tiise t o time as rapijly
as circumstances perwit. Production
will be governed in some measarc, also
by the eapicity of the 3Iranby smelter
to take the output. Tt is well known,
of course. "hat the No. 1 mine pos-
messes varions large hodies of iron ore
=uch as are chsracteristic of the eamp.
These iron orer do not ecarry high
enough valnes to permit. of thair being
utilized in the same manner as the
higher grade pyrrhotite gold-copper
ores, but the excess of iron over silica
is suck as to command exaeptionally
favorable smelting rates from smelters
to which this excess of iron is val-
uable from a fluxing standpoint. Such
is the case with the Granby smelter.

The product of the Lé Roi Two
concentrator is not as yet ' being ship-
red to any smelter under contract., A
paring figures on the product, and no
contract will be closed until the tend-
ers are completad.

HAS ASSISTANT MANAGER.

The establishment of the Le Roi Two
company locally has been increased by
the addition of gn assistant manager
in the person of Ernest Levy, M. E.
Mr. Levy is an Englishman who ob-
tained his theoretical training at the
Royal 8chool of Mines and has since
had practical experience in the mining
fields of many parts of the world.
Mr. Levy came to Rossland direct
from Denver, having recently been id-
entified with Colorado mines. He will
perfcrm all the functions incident to
the position of assistant to the manag-
er. The latter position is occupied, of
course, by Paul S. Couldrey, who has
now been a resident of Rossland for
the past sixteen months.

Arrangements are now being made to
hold the second anrual meeting of the
sz'lnclal Mining Association of Brit-
ish Columbia. The conventien takes
place in Victoria during the week com-
mencing February 23, and local
branct'es throughout the province are
urged to get matters well in hand and
asrrange for deputations to attend the
gathering. ¢

In connection with the convention,
John Keen, of Kaslo, has sent out a
eircular letter to all branches enclos-
ing a useful compendium of all the re-
commendations made during the year
fo the provincial govesament. This
letter says in part:

The campaign of remedial legisla-
tion which was commenced, by our as-
sociaticn at its general ¢convention in
February last has been prosecuted with
seal by the executive committee ever
since.

The legislature was, at the time, in
a state of internal disgension, and un-
able to give its attentioll to many pres-
‘sing needs of the province. Neverthe-
less, we did succeed In obtaiming two
of the reforms recommended by the
associaiton, vis.:

1. The right of redemption of min-
eral lands sold for taxes.

2. A provision enabling the owner of
a group of crown granted mineral
claims to perform all requisite work
upon ‘any one of his claims.

The association, as you are aware,
is composed of men representing all
classes of industry amd politics in the
provinee; but the association itself is
mbsolutely mon-partizes. Oup object
is to seeure relief from numerous ar-
tificial burdens which have, from time
to time, bsen imposed upon the mining
industry. The welfare of the prov-
ince demands reform, and our asso-
ciation guided@ by the wisest counsels
;: can enlist. is determined to secure

Owing fo the shameful mismanage-
ment of our public affairs by sucecess-
ive legislatures during the last few
years, the province has been brought
to the verge of bankruptey. Is it not
time for the people to insist that her.ce-

Every additional ton of
gold, sliver, copper lead or other metal
or mineral having a commercial value
produced by our mines adds new
wealth to the province and sends tew
money circulating through the chan-
nels of trade and commerce.

LAW NOT OBSERVED

o
IN THE MATTER OF ANNUAL
MEETINGS OF MINING COM-
PANIES HERE.

——

POINT OF INTEREST TO ALL
PARTIES.INTERESTED IN
B. C. CONCERNS.

The practical certainty of vastly
enhanced aectivity in the Rossland
camp next season emphasizes the
necessity of existing mining compan=
fes retaining their legal status. Of
the host of companies organized in the
Rossland district during its boom of
four or five years ago & number. are
absolutely defunct. These concerns
are confined to the class that had
nothing of value to offer to the in-
vesting public and simply c¢ame into
existence asg the result of the favorable
publicity secured by the district.

Another and numerous class of com-
panies possess really promising prop-
erties and only suspended active min-
ing operations when the sale for min-
ing shares dropped off and funds were
not procurable for mining purposes.
The third class of coripanies includes
those that have maintained their cor-
porate scrup y, and
in many instances carried on mining|
operations continuously or almost go.

The first description of companies
have vanished completely and it is
better for the country that they should
have been blotted out. The third class
deserves every encomium, and the in-
vestors who have thus maintained con-
fidence are certain of their reward.

The second class—those companies
wkich have endeavored to ‘maintain
their corporate existence until such
thne a8 a change in conditions per-
mitted of their shares being placed on
the market. again to advantage and
their properties operated with the pro-
ceeds of such share sales—will shortly
find themselves in shape to accomplish
the ends they have had in view. Mean-
time it is up to these companies to ex-
amine into the. positions they’ occupy
in respect to their compliance with the
ters of the Companies Act.

The Companies Act provides that
every limited MNability company, and
all mining companies come under this
beading, mut annually hold a general
meeting of shareholders. Such meeting
must be advertised fourteen days in
advance of the date specified for the
session. Such ordinary meetings as
may be held from time to time during
the year must also be advertised for
& similar period. The annual general
shareholders’ meeting is obligatory,
however, even if the proceedings are
of the most formal nature. Non-com-
pliance with this section of the statute]
leaves the company open to the. can-
cellation of its charter, and in event
of a desire to resurrect the company
a new charter must be obtained at con-
siderable cost.

The event of the week ,in connec-
tion with Rossland’s mining industry
was the gratifying  nature of develop-
ments on the 900 level of the Le Roi
mine. The southwest crosscut from
the main shaft opened up the contin-
unation of the big are shoot on the 800
level. “The magnitude of this devel-
opment will be understood when it is
stated that the stone on the 800 level,
locally known as the Black Bear, had
a face said to be eighty feet in width,
and that the quality of the ore is ex-
cellent. For some time work has been |
under_way to open up this ore body on |
the 900 level, and this wezk The Miner|
is able to ammnounce a successful ter- |
mination of the work. The ore body
has all the strength it possesses at the |
800 level, and is said to be even higher
in grade.

In the Le Roi mine stoping is now
under way on the 450, 500, 600, 700, S00
and, in a small way, on the 900 and
1350 levels. The statement is made,
fthough not from am official source,
that today the Le Roi mine has more
ore in sight than at any previous jn‘nc-
ture in the history of the great mine,
Jt is especially gratifying in view of
the report that less than a year ago
the ore reserves were in such shape
that normal shipments for more than
& eouple of months longer wounld ne
impraecticable. The magnificent results

be largely due to-a change in the pol-
icy of development whereby ore was
successfully sought on the foot wall of
the big veins instead of the hanging
wall side, to which exploration had
been larg:ly confined previonsly.

Authentic rapotts of ore strikes dur-
ing the past week are also at hand
from the Spitzee mine. A crosscut
from a point 80 feet west of the shaft
on the first level broke into the best
body of ore yet encountered in the
mine.  The pay ore is four feet in
width, and the values approach $20
per ton, largely in copper. After some
preliminary work on the vein a winze
was started to secure the pitch of the
vein. The drift on the 200 level will
soon be past the point where a cross-
cut at that depth will run to the foot
of thg raise planned to open up the ore.

Tomorrow sees the No. 1 mine add-
ed to the list of Rossland’s working
mines. Only one shift will be employ-
ed on the start but it is intended at
an early date to employ a double shift
