Pseudo Te—rrrorists Reap
Rich Harvest From De-
luded Sympathizers

Petrograd, June 20— (Correspon-
dence of the Associated Press)-——
Among the novelties which Russia’s
revolution has presented to the
world is the profession of the fake
assassin. In other countries only
persons suffering from hallucinations
claim to have committed murders ul‘)
which they are innocent. Here as u,
result of Nicholas’ overthrow, posing
as an assassin is a highly profitable
if transitory, branch of business.

Terrorists released from Siberian
convict jails and exile villages are
naturally made heroes of. They are
given free train accommodation,
free dinners, free clothes and gifts
of money. When they reach their
native towns they are -acclaimed as
martyrs of liberty; and they receive
proposals of marriage from attrac-
tive and wealthy young women. As
a result of this novel condition, many
enterprising citizens whose hand®
are innocent of anything grimmer
than mud or ink are posing as mur-
derers of despotic officials. Women
as well as men are entering the pro-
fession.

In Minsk has been arrested Cat-
herine Smyrnoff, who announced that
she had murdered M. Ivanoff, gover-
nor of Odessa, and described with
pathos her sufferings.in the Arctic
wastes of Yakutsk. She was pre-
sented with bouquets, after being re-
leased.

An unkindly inquirer discovered
that Odessa never had a governor
named Ivanoff and further that Ca-
therine had posed in Odessa as a sis-
ter_of mercy and after swindling sev-
enty charitable citizens had been ex-
pelled by the military authorities.

UNSANITARY
CONDITIONS

The conditions existing in some of
the dwelling houses of the city oc-
cupied by foreigners are severely
criticized by an official of one of the
departments of the city, who, dur-
ing the past week 'has had occasion
to investigate these premises. He
outlined some of the examples where
filth abounded and specifically stat-
ed one case, where the roomers, af-
ter washing threw the dirty water
out of a rear window where it fell
on the roof of a lower building and
either run off on the ground or dried
into the roof. It was the opinion
of this official that the Board of
Health should take steps to clean
up these breeding places of disease,
some of which exist in the heart of
the business section of the city.

When questioned regarding the
circumstances under which the for-
eign element of the city lived, Sani-
tary Inspector William Glever said,
“I do not know of any houses in this
copdition. ‘There are many foreign
boarding houses in the . city, but
these are called on from time to time,
but it. takes only a short time for
dirt and filth to accumulate. There
are no foreign boarding houses, to
my knowledge, except on the out-
skirts of the city, that are not. con-
nected with the city sewage system,
but it is possible that in many in-
stanced, where these connecfions ex-
ist they are not utilized,”
