The
Algoma Central Railway has already
constructed and in operation a division
of its system running from Michipico-
ton harbor to the Hellen mines, where
it taps a mountain of the purest hema-
tite brown ore, caleulated to contain
many million tons. This ore is being
mined for smelting at Sault Ste. Marie,

Midland,  Hamilton, Deseronto, and
also at Colingwood when smelters are
put up at the latter roint.

Another branch of the Algoma Cen-
tral Railway is being constructed from
a ' point near Sudbury, tapping the
nickel belt of the district with a view
of supplying the nickel ore via the C.

P.'R. to the smelting works and rolling
mills at the Sco, and to the smelting
works-on the Grand Trunk railway sys-
tem from Little Current by water to
the ports of Midland and Collingwood.
The main line of the Algoma Central
Railway is under construction and 25

Mooséhide Stampede,

Several hundred people went down to
Moosehide yesterday in the neighbor-
hood of which creek, as published in
yesterday's Nugget, a strike is alieged
to have been made. -

As evidence of what has been done a
representative of the Nugget was shown
a pan of dirt which was taken from the
discovery dump by the engineer of thc
steamer Marjory.

The engineer states that he took two
handfuls of dirt off the dump and
wrapped it in @ pocket handkerchief.
The dirt was taken to the boat, placed
in a pan and washed in the . presence
of the captain and several bystanders,
The - result - showed about 20 cents-in
coarse gold, one piece being half as
large as a grain of wheat, The engi-
neer says that he dug into the dump six
or eight inches before taking the dirt
out, whith would seem to indicate that
if the dump had been -salted it. must
certainly have been an extremely ex-
pe nsive ])r()((“is.
