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Chicago despatch—Police of the Fill-
more street statiom spent yesterday
untangling Chicago’s latest triangle
tragedy, the murder of Charles W.
Richards, 55 years old, wealthy wice-
president of the D. W. Bosley Com-
pany, by Marie Meyers, 335 years old,
his employee, snd her suicide Satur-
day afternoon at 429 West Adams

The factors used in solving the
mystery were varied. There was the
tinydiary , on the pages of which for
more than a year Marie poured out

There were two telegrams, one
denying the comtents of the other,
which Marie had sent Saturday morn-
ing.

There was the murder scene, with
the telltale position of the bodies and
the revolver.

There was the revolver itself.

And, last, there was a rusty and
broken water pipe in the basement of
the death house.

Each of these threads of evidence
brought the police to the conclusion
Miss Meyers, who confessed friend-
ship with and jezlousy of Richards in
ber diary, had planned the murder for
more than a year, up 1o the minute

1 Of the crime that left Richards’ wife
heartbroken and in in their preten-
tioys home at 3228 Washington boule-
vard last night.

First the diary itself told a tale of un-
requited love, of deep-seated Jeailousy
for other women in its earliest entry,
made apparently in July, 1918. In this
passage the gir]l intimated she had
been wronged, that other girls em-
ployed by the Bosley firm had taken
the same path, and that Richards was
trysting with them.

The last page bore a hint of death.
It was a carefully written antidote for
bichloride of mercury poisoning.

Other passages directed that should
she be found dead her body be return-
ed to the woman with whom she had
been living for years—Mrs. James
Fahey at the Adams st-eet address.

Then the telegrams. Mrs. Fahey
told Capt. James Gleason of them yes-
terday afternoon when she returned
from Evaansville, Ind, where she had
been vacationing.
