The proposed lagmlahon in Germany
concerning the vamous Roman Catholic
bishoprics gives interest to the condition
in which_these sees now find themselves.
In the Kingdom of Prussia there are
twelve bishopries, of which three—Kulm,
Ermeland, and Hildesheim—have sur-
vived the Kulturkampf, keeping their
bishops always on their thrones, although
they have all had confiscated a consider-
able part of their revenues. Two sees
became vacant by death after the strug:
le began. They are Trier and Fulda,
%oth of which have recently been pro-
vided with new bishops in the appoint-
ment of Dr. Karum and Dr. Kopp.
Breslan, Osnabruck, and Paderborn be-
came vacant by deposmon. and their
bishops have since died, but they are [*
now under control of ecclesiastich who
discharge most of their episcopal func-
tions wlthout holding the rank.
