MILTON'S TERCENTENARY.
Instead of the regular classes at the 

University of Alberta on Wednesday 
tbe time from eleven o’clock was 
taken un with a public deesion in 
eolehrntion of the three hundredth r.n- 
nh’ersary of the birth of Joton Mil- 
ton. In addition to the students of 
the university there were present the 
teachers of the city schools and a 
large number of residents of Strath- 
cona, the greater port of whom were 
ladies. In the absence of Dr. Tory, 
the introductory remarks were nade 
by Dr. Brodua, who referred to the 
fact that the gathering was the first 
public tribute of the new univereity of 
Alberta to any writer. The life, influ­
ence and works of John Milton were 
taken up in three different aspects.

Professor W. H. Alexander dealt 
with Miltob as an educator. He de­
scribed the post's idea of a complete 
residential college and compared it 
with the modern educational institu­
tion as to rules of living and courses 
of study. , .

PrMesaor L. H. Alexander took for 
his subject the fame of Milton on 
the continent. He showed how his 
idea of enduring fame was realized 
in Western Europe and pointed out 
the influence oi his writings- on con­
temporary and succeeding write».

Dr. Broedus gave the concluding 
address. His subject was Milton’s 
life in relation to his influence on 
English poetry. He first dealt with 
:he greatest of the great poet’s per­
sonality and secondly with" his groat 
neem, Paradise Lost. The speaker 
fascinated his hearers With his de­
scription of Milton’s characteristic 
consecration to Ilia work, his simpli­
city, steadfastness end single-hearted­
ness in the midst of a nationally and 
politically disturb-d people revealing 
the man es well as tire intellectual 
giant.

TWO CARS THROUGH 
STRATHCONA.

A. new proposition and one that 
commends itself to all who have 
heard oî it is now being advocated 
for street oar operation in Sirath- 
cone, when tiic service is brought to 
its proper schedule. ThP idea up to 
the present has lieen to run two inter- 
urban oars from the V. P, R. station 
in Birathcone to the corner of Ninth 
street and Jasper avenue in Edmonton 
and the smeller one truck car through 
Btrathcon» alone from Sixth street 
west to McCieggen’s corner in the 
eàet. This would mean that to come 
from the west end of Strathcona to 
the centre of Edmonton there would 
necessarily be two Changes oi ears 
with tiresome waits to make connec­
tions at each change. The delay would 
be especially annoying at the comer

Snpcrintendenl Taylor has a new 
scheme which he. is presenting to the 
Strathcona authorities. It is to run 
the two interurban ears from the west 
end of Strathcona to a central point 
in Edmonton, probably the Windsor 
hotel and give this extra Strathcona 
service in place of the smaller car 
on Whyte avenue and Caiheron street. 
Were the two ears put on "this sug­
gested route it would mean that a 
trip could be made in the one car 
from Strathcona west to the centre of 
Edmonton and vice versa without 
change. This would be a great con­
venience to the hundreds who travel 
daily between the two cities.
