J. A. Bohnet, g Brooklyn scientist.
will prove Scripture assertions by the
Pyramid of Egypt in a lecture Sunday
at 3 o’clock at Thistle rink.

The ancients recounted seven wond-
ers of the world and at'the very head
of the list named the great Pyramid
of Gizeh.

It will be g surprise to many to
learn that this immense structure, the
largest in the world, is not of Egyp-
tian origin; that it wds not intended
or even used as a tomb, but was in-
tended, as Bohnet will demonstrate,
to treasure up. wonderful teachings in
its lines and measurements, and that
scientific men have declared that the
Pyramid could not be reproduced to-
day with the aid of modern machinery
even with the original for a pattern.

It is commonly known that the ex-
terior angles and dimensions teach
the profoundest scientific truths. For
instanecé Professor C.-P. Smyth draws
attention to the fact that it is exactly
oriented and also that the relation of
the diameter of a circle to its circum-
ference known by mathematicians as
the Greek letter Pi was not determin-
ed accuvately until the sixteenth cen-
tury by Von Ceulen, yet the builders
of the great pyramid several thousand
years ago demonstrated it perfectly in
this  stone witness. tHlus solving the
214 problem of s juaring a circ': for
the vertical height >f the ancient ¢ 1.
