Even the publication of "President 
Wilson’s three-year-old speech to 
American naval officers, which was 
seemingly intended to emphasize the 
fact that to be a great naval strate­
gist, a man should be a landsman and 
an amateur, went Unreported in some 
British paper and uncommented on 
by most of them. The tersest refer­
ence was that of the London “Even­
ing Standard," to the effect that the

the "man on the street” was saying 
to England throughout the war. The 
President, in 1917, was urgent that 
the Allies “throw prudence to the 
winds," and demanded that “some­
thing unusual” he done; but he was 
wise enough to see to it that the 
speech was not published broadcast. 
Aa the “Evening Standard" says; “If 
the Admiralty had simply aimed at 
'something unusual," something me­
nsuel would no doubt have happened, 
perhaps something as unusual as the 
defeat of Great Britain.”

When the text of President Wilson's 
speech was publish a fortnight or so 
ago, it had a strangely familiar ring 
to some Canadian editors. Soon the 
source of resemblance became evi­
dent In thought if not in diction, it 
was precisely like dozens of letters 
that were thrown into the waste bas­
ket of this office during the war. In­
variably sueh letters deplored the
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likewise claimed to have made repre­
sentations to the British Government 
which had been unheeded. Bht these 
were obscure individuals. To most 
of them it should be some consola­
tion to feel that the President of the 
Untied States thought Just as they did, 
or at any rate pretended to think 
so, when he addressed the officers of 
the American navy as their Com- 
mander-in-Chlet Perhaps, however,
