be perfectly apparent to every Ameri­
can who will take the trouble to think 
about It, that Bermuda is not main­
tained "with relation only to the Unit­
ed States.” It that were the only use 
for Bermuda, Britain would abandon 
the Naval base there. It doesn’t seem 
to occur to the Chicaga Tribune that 
Bermuda is conveniently located with 
respect to almost any naval operations 
that Britain might have to conduct in 
any war that It might be her 111 for­
tune to get mixed up In. That Is no 
doubt fully understood by all but 
American jingoiets and no doubt there 
Is no place where the Chicago Trib­
une's article will seem more silly than 
in the Navy Department at Washing­
ton.

As to whether or not there is any 
honest reason why “the Bermudas" 
should be British, we should like to 
ask the Chicago Tribune if the tact 
that Bermuda has been British for 
three hundred years is not good 

.enough. The people there are British 
to the core and have no disposition to 
have their allegiance sold over to the 
United States. The Chicago Tribune 
ought to be American enough to know 
that government should be by the con­
sent of the governed, and it It knows 
anything about Bermuda It will know 
that the Bermudians would not wil­
lingly have their allegiance transfer­
red to Washington. Even the Chicago 
Tribune ought to realize the ridicu­
lousness of Its position it It reflects 
on how much any group of American 
citizens would like to have their al­
legiance sold to- any other government 
than that under which they were 
born.

As for that bad-mannered' slur 
about the war debts, little need be 
said, but we cannot help remarking 
that too many Amerleane are loud 
mouthed about this matter. Mr. Lloyd 
George says that Britain will- pay 
every penny she owes the United 
States, util we believe she will. In 
spite of every difficulty Britain has the 
recuperative power. Rather than have 
any slurs to make against Great Brit­
