,nod upder the new Militia Law in re-
erence to such service, we give the an-
ers to those which have come under
our notice, plainly and as briefly as pos-
sible. 1st. Volunteers vho had on the
first of October, 1868, completed their
full period of five years' service are eu-
titled to their discharge in the usual way.
2nd, Volunteers who had on the first of
QOctober, 1868, completed three years'
continuous sgrvice will be entitled to
their discharge after six months from the
date of re-enrollment in their corps, pro-
vided the give the necessary notice at the
time they re-enroll. 3rd, Volurteers who
have not completed three years’ contin-
uous service prior to the first of October,
1868, and re enroll to complete their peri-
od of service, cannot be permitted to
leave their corps without giving six
months’ notice. ' 4th, Volunteers who
re-enroli underthe new law are,of course,
bound by the terms at the head of the
service roll which they sign;and the word
““Volunteer applies to officers as well as
to the men of the corps so ro-enrolled.

Youne Suorsrs. — Dr. Decaisne has
mada observations upon 38 children,from
9to 15 years of age, who were in the

habit of smoking to a greater or less de-
gree, and has detected most terrible ef-
fects produced upon 27 of them. He
found that smoking causes in young men
a very marked alteration of the blood,
diminishes the normal quantity of the
globules, and brings on paleness, palpi-
tation of the heart, noisy breathing at the
carotids, and dxﬁ:cult digestion. No
trentmeut produces any effect as long as
the practice is not discontinued. Child-
ren who smoke contract a taste for in-
toxicating drinks, and their mind falls
gradually into a state of torpor. These
phpsical disorders are easily relieved or
disappear of themselves if the use of to-
bacco is totally given up at an early
stage.
