The wealthy classes have taken the 
bulk of the loan to date.

Dr. Cody, Minister of Education in 
the recently-defeated Legislature, and 
whose splendid record permitted him 
to be returned to Parliament unop­
posed, has possitively stated his de­
termination to not again accept 
charge of that department under the 
new regime. This is much to be re­
gretted, as the office demands a man 
of clear perception, ability and un­
daunted courage, such as Dr. Cody 
has given evidence of possessing. His 
successor should be carefully chosen. 
Rural schools must receive greater 
consideration than in the past, in 
order to leave nothing undone to 
keep the boys on the farms, and give 
them an education both practical and 
liberal. The farm is where we find 
some of the best material for nation 
building. At the same time the Min­
ister must not overlook or neglect 
the many other large and varied de­
mands that will be made upon him. 
Ontario already has the reputation 
of being the banner province in ad­
vanced education, but we must keep 
going forward in order to hold that 
position.

ADDITIONAL LOCALS

We happened to overhear part of a 
conversation between two farmers 
the other day, in which both remark­
ed that they were behind in their 
plowing and other necessary work to 
be completed before a freeze-up came. 
Knowing both men to be among our 
most enterprising, industrious and 
successful farmers, it struck us rath­
er peculiar that they had not looked 
after this work before. We have had 
one of the most delightful autumns 
in many years, and practically no 
frost to date. We are quite sure that 
the delay was not caused by neglect, 
so have concluded that it is but an­
other evidence of th escarcity of farm 
labor, which has cost many a farmer 
dearly during the past few years. 
The U. F. O. Government, which ac­
cording to their announceed platform 
is committed to the extension of Hy­
dro power, can do much by encour­
aging the installation of electric light 
and energy throughout the rural dis­
tricts. This would have a tendency 
to make home life on the farm more 
agreeable and comfortable, and sim­
plify the complexities of working 
conditions in many branches. There 
is really no reason why the farmer 
cannot have all the advantages of city 
life, with the exception of street cars, 
and they do not need these for the 
great majority of farmers have their 
autos, which are far better.

The death of Henry Caulfield oc­
curred at his home on Sydenham st., 
very suddenly on Friday noon, Oct. 
31st. Deceased has suffered from 
heart trouble for the past two years, 
but he was down town until after 
eleven o’clock that morning and ap­
parently was feeling as well as us­
ual. Shortly after returning home he 
dropped to the floor and immediate­
ly expired without warning of any 
kind. The late Mr. Caulfield, who 
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residents was born at Vienna, be­
ing the second son of the late Dr. 
K. J. Caulfield of that place and for 
many years conducted a furniture and 
undertaking business in Aylmer. Dis­
posing of this he went on the road 
and for a quarter of a century was 
a successful salesman for the Globe 
Casket Company, of London. He was 
forced to retire from the road some 
two years ago on account of ill- 
health and has spent that time quiet­
ly at home. He was a member of 
Aylmer Lodge 94, I. O. O. F. and a 
faithful member of Trinity church. 
Besides his widow, he is survived by 
two daughters, Miss Hester, of the 
Royal Bank, Aylmer ; Miss Alice, 
nurse in John Hopkins Hospital, 
Baltimore, Md. ; two brothers : H. J. 
Caulfield, Toronto ; James, of St. 
Marys ; and three sisters : Mrs. War­
ing, St. Marys ; Misses Mae, of Tor­
onto ; and Annie, of Hamilton. The 
funeral took place from his late res­
idence Monday morning at eleven 
o’clock and was in charge of Rev. C. 
A. Miles. Interment took place in 
the Aylmer cemetery.
