Lying in a hospital cot in the Beck-
ett’'s Park Hospital, Leeds, Sergeant A,
Sanham (5300) of the Twentieth Hus-
sars, a former Londoner, who left this
city on July 1 to return to his old home
in England to be married, writes to his
uncle and aunt, Mr. and Mrs. W, San-
ham, 60 Albion street, this city; the
first news of the British engagements
in France that have come from a Lon-
doner.

The letter is not couched in the lan-
guage of the vivid word picture paint-
ers. It is a simple narrative of a Brit-
ish soldier whose only plea is to have

another chance at the Germans. Yet
it tells a wonderful story in its simple |
language. Between the lines one can|
read the determination of the British
soldier to do his duty for King and
country come what may.

Did Their Duty.

In the matter of fact—''1 hope to come
out all right, but if I don’t, well, you
will know that the Sanham family did
their duty”’—of Sergeant Sanham’s let-
ter is a wonderful expression of the loy-
alty, devotion and quiet heroism that
has blazed Britain’s name through the
pages of history in letters of fire. It
is but one more indication of the John
Bull bravery—the dogged determination
to fight to the last and do his duty—
that places the British Tommy Atkins
in the front rank of soldiery and gives
him such a superiority over the con-
script soldiers of the military autocrat
who has plunged Europe into a sea of
blood and a desolation of ravage and
rapine.

His Best Job,

In the brief—‘ My best job was to
polish off 12 Uhlans with three men’’ —
is the quiet unassuming modesty of the
true British soldier. Any soldier might

be proud of such a feat., such a victory
against overwhelming odds, but San- |

by the Rev. James Molloy, a na-
tive' “of.; Trenten. N.. 3. who
served as chaplain for several
weeks with one of the British
regiments iu France.

“In a modern battle there is an
overpowering sense of nnreality,”
he said. "The <business of sce-
ing men Kkill each other seems
mechanical, because of the pre-
ponderance of the machine ele-
ment in the affair; the human
clement simply bleeds and dies,
but the machines continue in
their perfection of saughter.

Stupendous Bravery.

“Thé conduct of the British
soldiers in the trenches was sur-
prising. There those men stood
behind shoulder-high mounds of
dirt, facing level sprays of death
in front, yet cracking jokes and
singing snatches of music hall
ballads between volleys., Stupen.d-
ous bravery, I oall it, or stu-
pendous absence of nerves.
