"On the Verdun front the night was 
relatively calm, except on Hill 304, 
where spirited firing occurred. West of 
Fleury detachments of our troops 
made some progress and captured three 
machine guns.

"After a rather long bombardment, the 
Germans delivered two attacks against 
our positions in the region of Ham in 
Lorraine, southeast of Nomeny, Both 
attacks were repulsed and prisoners re­
mained in our hands.

"There were no important develop­
ments on the remainder of the front."
