A. work in lindia, who is on his
first trip abroad with a message of
Ithanks from the Indian nation to

Y. M. C. A. work among the natives,

Mr. Swamidoss stated that he was
! particularly concerned with condi-
! tlons in rural India and in this con-
| nection spoke of the many ways in
'which the British government has
thelped the Indian farmer. “British
rgovernment , in Iindia has been the
i finest in her history. She has turned
! desserts into blooming gardens by
! means of her systems of irrigation.
f'l'he co-operative system of banking
‘introduced under Lord Curzon has
i taken the first step toward the de-
struction of the demon Debt, one of
the four demons which Christianity
fin India must conquer and with which
i the other three are Dirt, Darkness,
jand Drink.”

Mr. Swamidoss’ address, couched
fin excellent English, was unusually
1 witty, and he illustrated the influence
{ which the Y. M. C. A. had brought
tto bear upon the illiterate native In-
1 dians by telling the story of one na-
itive who named his baby “Y. M. C.
A.” and of a man and his wife who
' rechristened themselves “John” and
“Gospel.”

“The Bible says: ‘Believe and be
tbaptized’,” he said, “but the Indians
are in a hurry. They say: ‘Hurry up
.and baptize me, and I will believe
'later, and they give themselves
j names from the Bible anywhere from
*Genesis to Revelations. If you call
‘out in any gathering for Moses or
Abraham, or Nebuchadnezzar, some-
one will be sure to say: ‘Here T am.’

:onstrate in India the principle that

.mon ground. It has even overcome
‘caste barriers and one native Indian,

Frozen Arctic

Explorer Will Visit London at
Invitation of Kiwanis

Club.

KNOWS THE NORTH

Will Address Club at Noon
Luncheon and Speak in
Patricia Theatre.

London is to have the opportunity
of hearing Vilhjamur Stefansson, the
great Canadian explorer, tell his en-

trancing story of the frozen Arctic.

Stefanason will visit the city on
April 27, in the interests of the Lon-
don Kiwanis Club. He will speak
twice on that day, first before the
Kiwanians at a noon-day luncheon,
and then in the evening at the Pa-
tricia Theatre, The proceeds will be
devoted to work among the un-
privileged boys.

Few men living are as familiar
with the far north as Stefansson, for
he has spent almost a score of years
exploring the white wastes of the
barren lands and the ice stretches of
the Arctic Ocean. His time has been
spent in gathering scientific data,
and in studying the people and ani-
mals of the northland, than in spec-
tacular dashes for the North Pole.

He has made discoveries that
astounded even the greatest of scien-
tists. He was the first white man to
encounter white eskimos, and he was
the first man to establish the fact
that it is possible for mea to live in
the northland while depending en-
tirely on the rdsources of the Arctic.
This he proved by actual experience.

Stefansson has been carrying on
his work of exploration since 1904,
when he made a trip to Iceland. This
was followed soon after by a trip of
exploitations into the Arctic with the
Liffingwell - Mikkelsen expedition.
While on thig journey he was forced
to spend a winter alone with Eski-

mos at the mouth of the Mackengzie
River, and so was given a splendid
opportunity of studying the people as
a race.

While on an expedition under aus-
pices of the American Museum of
Natural History and Toronto Univer-
sity, some years after that, he made
his discovery of white Eskimos.

Later he carried on explorations for
the Canadian government.

As the result of his work, 100,000
square miles of Arctic country pre-
viously unexplored have been added
to the map of Canada, including three
islands, newly discovered.

Stefansson is a Canadian by birth.

Although he has resided in the United
States since he was two years of age,
he still retaing his Canadian citizen-
ship.

Sportsmen Are Numerous

Professor A. L. Wood Speaks
at Meeting of Ministerial -

Alhance,

CAUSES DISCUSSION

Members at Gathering Question
Limitations of Field of
Ministry.

The address by Professor A. I.
Wood of Western University, “The
Relationship of Christianity to the
Industrial World,” delivered at the
meeting this morning of the Min-
isterial Alliance, precipitated a cer-
tain amount of discussion among the
clergy concerning the limitation of
the field of ministry.

Dr. Wood measured the influence of
the clergy toward remedying the
present industrial situation, which he
termed “two armed camps which must
be reconciled” in terms of their aloof-
ness from the turmoil of the materi-
alistic world. Agreeing with him in
his main theme that “the world
should be built upon organized love
and not as it s, largely, at the pres-
ent stage of the game, upon organ-
1zed hate,” at least of the clergy, how-
ever, Rev. H. B. Storey and Rev.
Matthew Kelly retained the belief that
the clergy should be free to speak
from the pulpit upon any matter of
public concern where they were fully
informed with facts.

Continual Criticism.

“Can we not geal with the coal

situation from our pulpit when the
need arises,” Mr. Storey asked, “and
when it becomes a critical issue with
our people?”
“The criticism is continually levelled
at the church,” declared Rev. Canon
Sage of St. George's, Church of Eng-
land “that it is not broad enough,
that it does not advance with the
times, but whenever the church be-
comes secular it becomes weaker. It
must remain aloof from industrial
strife and continue to preach the
simple gospel of faith.”

“The big job of the church is to
produce Christian men who will be-
come specialists in the field of econ-
omy, and who will solve the problem
of the world according to Christian
principles.”

Rev. L. W. Hiles said: “To teach
Christian ethics is our great work.”

“History reads as the struggle of
man for the mastery of the forces of
nature,” Prof. Wood commenced his
address. “Now the whole situation is
changed. Man has reached such a
control of nature thak he uses it as a
utiiity. But while we have conquered
material forces, is materialism still
conquering us?

Will Solve All Problems.

“Christianity wilF solve all proh-
lems, and the great job of the Chris-
tian teacher then is to remain apart
from the struggle of materialism and
bend every effort toward inculcating
Christian principles whereby men
themselves can conquer materialism.

“The church must quicken the pub-
lic conscience. The trouble in
Europe is that the conscience of so
many nations is numb, and the cause
of the unrest in the industrial situa-
tion is that the conscience of both
employee and employer is numb and
both have lost idealism in the striv-
ing toward the materialistic.

“If Christianity stands still, the
world will stagnate. Christianity has
always been the greatest creative
force in the world, and Christians
must stand in the forefront of every
reform.

Consider Japan.

“For instance, we consider Japan,
who has become industrialized before
she is Christianized. Japan has a
great future, but she is in great need
of ethical training. In China the
situation is different. She is only
awakening industrially, and mission-
aries and teachers are already on the
job, a fact which will greatly change
China’s future place in the civiliza-
