very proudest of the English peers, and is
utterly wanting in large sagacity as a politis
eal general, he is the third orator England
possesses. - The greatest of all is Mr Bright,
r Gladstone is mext, and the Earl of Derby,
by the eommon consent of all, I think,  who
are able to judge, is the third. If ap
American visitor sees his Lordship now for
the first time, he will experience disappoint«
ment. His bair is gray, and he allows his
whiskers and beard to surround his face in’
_sueh a way as to give the look of the white
frill round the venerable face of tte panta-
loon. But when he stands up to speak ;
when the light is shot out of his piercing
eye ; when his fine profile is seen; when
the clear, polished and haughty tones, the
torrent of brilliant words, the fihe ease and
captivating grace,—when these seiza upon
the senses, yon are compelled to admire.
Then, too he 1s all but the “first of the Earls,’
and to weak men this puts a halo over his
head. Lord Derby is still an orator, as he
is still a dangerous chieftain for the state.
He detests with all his heart and idea of the
inereased power of the people, and chafes in
the strong bonds of circumstanee, which not
only prevent him from opposing the thing he
foars, but even cuvmpel him to seem for the
%ime the instrument for bringing it into
reality.
Can anything new he said at this date of
the extraordinary man whom ambition and
khowledge of men bave hurried from the
life of a gay and scoffing idler through: the
quick fame of the winter of glittering novels,
to the career of a parliamentary gladiator, to
end in the leadership of the country gentle-
men. of England? Mr Disraeli’s oareer
almost fascinates in its changes. Butitis a
sad reflection on the political morality of our
age that in one thing both his friends and
his enemies agree, viz., in his treatment of
politics as a game. Whatever else he may
have done, he has not succeeded in convinc-
ing any one of his sineerity. I happen to
know four or five of his schoolfellows,—boys
who were with him for some years at a
boarding school in Essex, kept by a learned
Unitarian minister, the Rev, E. Cogan,—and
they all to this day vow and declare that he
is a liberal. Why a boy’s opinions should be
supposed to be the test of the man’s it iz left
to discover, but so it is. Meeting with one
of these gentlemen the other day, Mr
Digraeli asked bim if be remembered their
old master, and spoke of the worthy man in
terms which'would shock some of the bishops
and archbishops who gave the blessing to the
party he leads. As reform will be fought
out in the Commous, it is upon Mr Disraeli
that the heavy responéibility at this junc-
ture falls, He is not afraid of it. Look at
him from the gallery of the House, and yon
will see no sign of care in his face. Indeed,
his countenance, when he is nof speaking,
is expressionless, If those strongly marked
features of the pure Jewish caste were marble,
they could not be more impervious to curi-
osity or less affected by what is happening
around, When Mr Gladstone is tearing his
schemes to shreds and concentrating upon
him the ridicule of two hundred men, Mr.
Disraeli sits with folded arms as unmoved as
though he were cut out of a rock. Nor
when he speaks, in these days, does he con-
vey the idea that he feels what he. says.
There was a time when his speeches cut his
antagonists to the bone. Their graphic tart-
ness, sharp aotithesis, sting of irony and
power of climax delighted the taste, and
made you forget the hollow pronuneiation,
the artificial accents and the got up mannern
ism of a fillh-rate actor. But to see bim
thus, he must be bardly driven. In his
ordinary days he labours dreadfully, and is
as heavily dull as the heaviest of the Pari-
tan pastors must have been. There are few
of his speeches, however, without some pe-
culiarly bappy epithet. Thbe literary mind of
Parliament is greatly tickled by these, aud
two or thiee of them make them believe he
has delivered a capital speech. A clever
critie once said of him, that his 7rootlessness
of character contributed fo his wit. He
certainly is never at a loss for those sudden
and superficial resemblances which have
ancwered their purposes when they have
flashed at bnce a subtle likeness and a ridi-
oulous contrast vividly on the mind, and he
is more fertile at discovering them than any
other speaker in the House, Like Lord
Lytton, be indulges often in a “jeweller
hemorrhage of words,” and still he is with~
out @ rival amongst bis followers.. Again
and again have the writers in the liberal
press declared that the smouldering discons
tent was about to break into a flame. He
continues to be their leader. - Kven Lord
Cranbourne, who wrote bitteriy against him
in the Quarterly Review, now chats with
bim, and smiles pleasantly if Mr Disraeli asks
him a question. Dukes, earls, marquises,
and all the ranks down to the country equire
who lives on the estate which has been in
hss family since the time of Henry VIII., are
still headed by this elderly Jewish gentleman,
one (literally) of the circumeised, who is as
foreign io his tastes as in his name. It bas
been curious this week to note all those
proud men banging on his words ; ready to
cheer them, whatever they may be ; listen-
ing as he approached the more delicate parts
of his'statement, with suspended breath, It
he meets them in the lobbies, they treat him
With a3 much respect as they shown to Lord
Derby himself. He n- ver makes free with them
They come to him ; te does not go to them.
When he sat down aiter his reform speecn,
and one noted how those owners of broad
acres, and fathers and brothers of peeres es
and of the delica'e-veined beauties of the
“‘best blood of the land” shouted their ap~-
plause, and then turned to glance at the su~
. perb indifference in his face, one could not
but adinire the mere intellectualism of ‘the
man. - Next to Louis Napoleon he is the po-
litical wonder of Europe.

Lord Stanley is a pumle of altogether
another kind. In the foreign minister of

England under the tory administration, and

the son of the most conservative of conser-
vative chiefs, we see a man who inclines
much more to. the positivism of Comte than
the. faith of the Church of England ; a man
who is a friend of John Stuart Mill ; who

‘ot very long ago was a friend of Mr
Bright ; who has written in the radical
Westminster Review; apd who yet is opposed
to anything like democratic reform ; who

manifested cool contempt to the progress of
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liberty on the continent ; and who is con—
tent to it at the side of a political Swiss
like Mr. Disraeli. Two years sgo,
opiolon was pretty evenly divided as
to whether Lord Stanley was progress-
ing towards liberalism or towards the opin-
ions of his father. Seme said that when
Earl Derby retired, Lord Stanley would ap-
pear in his true colors as a radical ; others
shook their heads and said he would follow
the example of the long line of noblemen’s
sons whose fervid ;adicalism frosted into the
toryism of their fathers as the peerage drew
near. After the experience of last session,
the latter are in the majority. In tempera-
ment and mental habits, Lord Stanley must
always be the antipodes of his father ; bat
his cold understanding and calculating pru-
dence, when they come to be used for his
class, will be as hostile to the popular inter-
es 8 as the opposite faculties of the Earl.
There is still, however, much uneasicess on
this head amongst the tories. They half
fear e would not object to give up the col~
onies ; they fancy he is opposed to a State
church, and they know that on economical
principles he is wholly in accord with the
uppermost current of political tendency. If
he were not “ bis father’s son,” they would
have none of him. The liberals on the other
hand have begun to grow distrustful of him.
He is neither hot nor cold. To no party can
he bring the aid of debating power. Nature
has affiicted him with a thickness of utter-
ance which puts reporters on the rack. I
never can understand one. half of what he
says; but he is an able man and his des-
%atches will be a great improvement upon

arl. Russell’s. Lord Stanley is not only a
puzzle to men ; he is much more a puzzls to
ladies: They cabnot understand how the
eldest son of a peer should have reached the
fortieth year of bis age a bachelor. Amongst
the great families the- question. -scme years
ago was asked in a way that may, be desecrib-
ed as frantic. Such cooduct was' declared
to be inexplicable, and then they began to
explain it. He had been erossed in love;
be had a Ziaison ; his understanding was all
that was maoly about him, and so on
tbrough the gamut of foiled flirtations end
baffled feminine intrigues’ 'Gradually the
fact became so familiar that the wonder
which it had first awaken®d grew less.
Bright eyes looked upon him carelessly. An
odd shaft is sent at him at times, but this is
less in the spirit of hope than of mischief.
He bas lived down their attempts. Forty,
fair looking, with nice brown hair, smooth
face, comely features and not unkindly eyes
—he would not want a partoer in a ball
room whatever his coodition in life. Add
to this the heirship to the third earldom in
the land, with a reot-roll of £100,000 a year
and the premiership of a great political party,
—where could 80 marriageable a man else~
where be found? So out of all precedent is
this anomaly, that his Lordship may think
himself fortunate a private bill has not been
proposed in Parliament on the subject,—
compelliog him to marry for the sake of his
order and an expectant péer-ridden eoun(ry
