The cod fisheries were, of gourse, the’
most important. Of the total catch aboat
£700,! went to the United States,’
£400, '000 to the West India islands, and
£300,000 to Great Britain. The number
of men engsged in the 'industry is about
30,000,  employing ~1,277 vessels’ and’
29, ,472 boats. The toul value of the'fleet
is estimated at £670,000.
