It was, he said, a policy 
intended to maintain an increased for­
eign market for British manufacturers. 
Protection was an attempt to keep the 
home market against equal competition 
from foreign countries.

Mr. Balfour said the sentiment fav­
oring his policy was not diminishing but 
increasing, and unless it were carried 
out he believed as the world became 
more and-more industrialized and ae civ­
ilised nations brought more and more 
Weaker nations under control the ques­
tion of markets for Great Britain would 
assume proportions which could not be 
ignored. The world saw great nations 
nain- not only diplomatic but their 
wnole military and naval force in order 
to push their commerce.

Mr. Balfour said he viewed the indus­
trial conditions in the United Kingdom 
with the greatest alarm, possibly nations 
which built np industries behind tariff 
walls were acting foolishly, but never­
theless they did it and the resnlfi un­
doubtedly was

Injurious to the United Kingdom
Mr. Balfour asked was it possible to 
carry out retaliation unless a general 
tariff formed a part of the scheme. He 
declined to commit himself on that point, 
but he said what the country had to 
make np its mind to was: “Is the end 
at which we are aiming worth making a 
sacrifice for??”

The cause of tariff reform, Mr. Bal­
four said, must be delayed some years, 
but in .the meantime, it was the duty of 
the opposition to the present government 
to point out the mistakes of the latter 
and direct the country along the best 
lines looking to the future of the coun­
try. Continuing, Mr. Balfour said that 
never had a government been returned 
with a large majority without a cause 
which it wanted to carry out without any 
great personality to guide it, but he was 
ready to concede the present government 
even longer life than five years.

In conclusion Mr. Balfour welcomed 
the workingmen in parliament, but said 
he doubted if the present labor repre­
sentative* was destined to introduce legis­
lation beneficial to the country or which 
the Unionists would support.

PEW YORK, Feb. 12,-One 
month on the Atlantic ocean 
with the inner ship converted

After the brig had 
been out some time, a sailor fell ill of 
smallpox ar.d the disease spread until 
nine sailors were ill. Days followed 
when, owing to the fear which spread 
among the members of the crew, the 
brig drifted along almost like a de­
serted ship. With Mrs. Haggerty on 
board the vessel were her two children. 
After landing at Rio Janeiro she re­
mained there until the disease had 
been stamped out on the Sullivan.

Killed and Injured Were Sleeping

Assailant Fired Four Shots
At 3 o’clock yesterday afternoon the 

woman appeared at the official residence 
of the admiral and sent in her card, as­
suming she was a daughter of a rear- 
admiral who was an old acquaintance of 
Chouknin at St. Petersburg and request­
ed an interview.

Washington, Feb. 10.—On the theory
