The Naval and Military Maneuvres About

fialifax—Macnab’s Island Captured.
Hauwax, N. 8., Oct. 10.— The naval-and
wilitary manceuvres to.day attracted more
attention than anything of the kind in the re-
collection of the present generation. The
object of the manceuvres was to find
whether an enemy attacking from the
sen would have any chance of capturing
the city. The attacking ‘war-ships were the
Comus, Pylades, Canada and Ready, while
the defence was composed of the West Riding
Regiment, Royal Artillery, Royal Engineers
band the local militia forces, comprising the
63rd Rifles, 66th Fusiliers and Garrison Ar-
tillery. The war-ship Wraugler assisted in
the detence of the harbor.

The attacking ships opened fire at 10.3% on
the southern end of McNabb's Island, This,
however, was only a feiut, as only a few guns
were fired, when the ships crossed the mouth
of the bay and engaged with the fort at York
redoubt. Passing under the fort the ships got
beyond the. range of the Yorkredoubt guns,
Inid to- off Herring Cove and sent an armed
force of 200 men ashore. These were met by
a force of defenders, who fired on them from
the neighboring * hills, and . after a short
engagement the sailors and mariners retired
to their boats.

By a clever manceuvre the capture of the
fort on the island was effected. This was a
decided vietory for the enemy, but the ad-
vantage to geouine invaders would be very
brief as it would be almost impossible to make
further advance towards the city under the
fire of half-a-dozen forts.

Hill of the Royal Artillery directed she de-
fence. :

disease is received, an iuspector at once visits
the place. If the notice has come from some
other source than a physiclan, the report is
verified.  The inspector then notifies the im-
mediate neighbors of the existence of the dis-
easo, and warns them of the danger. He also
informs the nearcst corner grocer or butcher,
with the request that he will teil his customers,
By vhis means the neighborhood is soon made
acquainted with the matter, and the infected
house is in a groat measure quarantined. The
inspector reports to the Medical Health Officer
the facts relating to the atinck of the disease;

the room ocou?lad by the patient; the degree of
isolation; and if a protective sheet, kept wet
with a disinfectant; is placed over thedoorway.

2HE FALLEN AND AGED,

How an Admirable Institution Caves For
These Two Cinsses, !

The annual meeting of the Toronto Indus-
trial Refuge and Aged Woman's Home was
beld at the Refuge on MoMurrich-street
yesterday. Mrs. E. Dunlop presided. The
Industrial Relfuge has been in existence 36
years and the Aged Woman's Home five
years,

The Secretary’s report stated that for many
years this was the only refuge of the kind in
Toronto. There were now six and in & num-
ber of them new and easier methods of re-
claiming the fallen were adopted, one feature
bemng the doing away with any
bation or test before sending tm
to & situation. From long .experience
the institution claimed that their record bore
them out in asserting that a certain class of
women required restraint and a degree of
probation, and it was therefore insisted upon
that before securing them situations they re-
main i the Refuge at least twelve months,
and if they left before the time of probation
was luded the institut ither assisted
them nor helped them to a position. They
desired to keep such women if possible many
years, Their work in the laundry and work-
room went a considerable way towards mmeet-
ing the expenses of the Refuge, and
in additn to = this their characters
were greatly improved and there was
» probability of their becoming respectable
members of society. This was the outward
and moral improvement,” There were many
instances ' of spiritunl benefit. The avernge
number of inmates for the year was 23, com-
pared with 28 in_ the previous year. The in-
mates of the Refuge Oct. 1, 1887, were 24, ad-
mitted since 40. Thirteen had secured posi-
tions ; there had been three deaths. Six were
taken home by friends, two were dismissed,
one was sent back to the Haven, nineteen left
of their own accord, and twenty remained.

The managers acknowledged with thanks a
legacy of 81000 from the late Mrs. Pollard ;
also $500 from the late Oﬁyt. Heron, both of
whom had duriug their Lifetime been liberal
contributors.

The fifth report of the Aged Woman's
Home was ‘also presented. This is a distinct-
ly separate department though under the
same mauagement, and is for the care of
respectable aged women. Twenty-six women
gmd been maintained. There had.been six
