New 'York, June 26.—With few excep­
tions special telegrams to Bi'a<lstreet"s from 
the more important trade centres report a 
continuance of “midsiimmer” quiet in gene­
ral trade circles. Chicago, St. Louis, St.
Paul and Omaha are the noteworthy excep­
tions; hardware, clothing, notions, nails, 
wire and some lines of drygoods showing 
the effects of an enlarged demand. Else­
where dulness and quiet are conspicuous in 
leading lines, notably at Boston, New York,
Philadelphia, Baltimore, New Orleans, Mem­
phis and San Francisco. Kansas City 
announces a fair trade with collections 
slow. More southern iron furnaces 
in blast have depressed pig-iron prices 
east Lumber stocks tend to increase at all 
centres and prices are heavy. Leather is 
heavier, pai-tiqqlarly at Boston Owing to 
failures of importance, notwithstanding a 
fair demand for boots and shoes, eastern 
makers’ stocks are increasing. At Omaha 
fat cattle are higher and other grades, as 
well as hoA, lower in price.
