Cuarrie’s Wonderful Performances at Win
nipeg—The Events Squarely Measured.
Of C. J. Currie’s wonderful work with

the shot last Saturday The Winnipeg

Tribune says:

A large number assembled’ in Dufferin
Park to witness the exhibition given by
C. J. Currie of Parkhill, Ont., in putting
the shot. The weather was not favorable
and the ground. was spongy. John D.
McPherson did not put in appearance.
Currie showed great form in warming up
and seemed rconfident he could break re-
cords.

The 18-1b. shot was afterwards put, and
out ot five trials he put it on two occasions
43 feet 2} inches, thereby distancing the re-
cord. George Gray has put the shot for the
same distance 41 feet 8} inches. The 16-1b.
shot was the next trial. He failed to break
the record after several attempts. His dis-
tance was 45 feet 94 inches. This is 4}
incnes benind Gray’s record. Thelast trial
was the 12-1b weight. His mark for this
was 54 feet 11} inches, beating the world’s

A good deal of discussion was provok
by lge School Management Committee's
recommendations: That che following
transfers be made: Miss L. Bolton, kin-
dergarten directress from Elizabeth-street,
to Prospect Park Hall, Miss N. Ketchum;
assistant kindergartner in Morse-street
School, to Pheebe-street School. That the
following Findergarten assistants be pro-
nioted giroctrum : Miss R. McBrine,
Miss C. Convey, Miss M. Young and Miss
E. Hont. That the lollowiuﬁ assistant-
kindergartners be appointed: Miss Barton,
Miss g.'kupen. iss 8. Cockburn, Miss F.
