ON THE VERGE OF STARVATION.

Twenty Thousand Women and Children
Hungry In theiboal and Factory Districts.

London, Sept. 28.—The sufferings of the 
colliers and factory workers are becoming 
intense. It is computed that there are 
20,000 women and children on the verge of 
starvation. Many of these subsist on raw 
vegetables, having no coal with which to 
cook their food. Several pawnbrokers in 
the strike districts have given up business 
because they have not enough capital to 
enable them to advance money to sufferers 
on chattels. In the Caetleford district a 
Relief Committee is vainly trying to feed 
2000 families rendered destitute by the 
stopping of the strike pay.

Mr. Wells takes the 
ground that any increase of taxation on 
spirits would result in a decrease of 
revenues; in other words, it is his opinion 
that the revenue point has been reached.

The internal revenue officers, however, 
believe that Mr. Wells has not sufficiently 
taken into consideration the greatly im­
proved condition of the service and the 
methods of collecting taxes. They do not 
express the opinion that the increase of 
this tax would be advisable, but they think 
that some additional revenue oould be 
raised by a slight increase.

Income Tax.
The only other important source of in­

creased revenue that will be considered by 
the committee will be that of an income 
tax. So great a number of Congressmen 
have expressed themselves in favor 
of the imposition of such a tax that 
it is generally believed that the proposition 
will carry .by a large majority. Several 
modified farms of income tax have been 
suggested. One of them, which emanates 
from Congressmen Johnson of Ohio, pro- 
vides that a tax be levied on the profits of 
corporations, which are known through 
public reports and on rents, which may Be 
ascertained from third parties. This idea 
is based on the theory that an income tax 
universal in its application is a voluntary 
tax paid by honest people aod evaded by 
the dishonest. The employment of spies 
by the Government, it is urged, is alto­
gether contrary to our theory of personal 
independence. Mr. Johnson thinks that he 
would avoid the disagreeable features of 
the law and prevent dishonest escape from 
the taxation by his pian.

It is too early to say definitely what all the 
changes will be, bat as the bill comes from 
the committee the changes and reforms will 
be radical.

Mr. Wilson and his colleagues on the com­
mittee have approached the problem of re­
forming the tariff with the determination 
that the desire of the people who elected a 
Democratic president and a Democratic 
congress ehallnotbe thwarted by Republican 
extravagance and by legislation designed to 
prevent tariff reform.

A STATESMANLIKE UTTERANCE.

President Cleveland on the Present Finan­
cial Situation.

Atlanta, Ga., Sept. 28.—The Constitu­
tion prints a letter from President Cleve­
land to Governor Norden on the financial 
question, in which he says: “I want a 
currency which is stable and safe in the 
hands of our people. I will not knowingly 
be implicated in a condition that will justly 
make me in the least degree answerable to 
any laborer or farmer in the United States 
for a shrinkage in the purchasing power of 
the dollar he has received for a full dollar’s 
worth of work, or for a good dollar’s worth 
of the product of his toil. I not only 
currency to be of such a character that all 
kinds of dollars will be of equal purchasing 
power at home, but I want it to be of such 
a character as will demonstrate abroad our 
wisdom and good faith, thus placing us 
upon a firm foundation and credit among 
the nations of the earth. I am opposed to 
the free and unlimited coinage of silver by 
this country alone and independently, and 
I am in favor of the immediate and 
ditional repeal of the purchasing clause of 
the so-called Sherman law.

The Times on Cleveland's Manifesto.

Nothing 
could be clearer than the general 
principles enumerated, but as a practical 
guide to legislation on silver it leaves 
something to be desired^ Cleveland’s as­
sertion that resistance to the passage of the 
repeal bill would plunge the country into a 
deeper depression is borne out by the re­
port of Secretary Herbert ot the British 
legation at Washington on the financial 
condition of the States, which has just been 
published here as a Parliamentary paper.

It has been suggested that .the rate be 
fixed at one cent a pound,'which would 
make the revenue derived from At on the 
basis of the importation of 1893 a little 
more than $37,000,000. The bounty being 
$10,000,000 would make the saving to the 
revenues from the change ip the sugar 
laws nearly $50,000,000. It is figured 
that the sugar tax is scientific and 
a revenue tax, but that as the 
bounties are to be taken away from the 
sugar growers, a failure to restore any part 
of the duty on the competing article would 
be unequal and, therefore, unfair treatment 
of the sugar planters. However, the argu­
ment that will prevail if the tax is restored 
will be that it is essential to the revenues of 
the Government and that its re-imposition 
will enable the committee to reduce taxes 
on other necessaries that are more serious 
burdens upon the people than the tax upon 
sugar. A strong pressure has been brought 
to bear bvthe sugar planters, but whatever 
is done will be done with the view of mak­
ing the burdens of taxation only lighter to 
the consumer. It the planters are thereby 
incidentally protected no harm is done, but 
the contrary.
