Hon. Mr. Hardy Thinks Telephone end 
Electric Wires Should Be Taxed If 
Gas Mains Are—He Think* It Might 
Me Difficult to geizo Electric Wires 
However.

A deputation, consisting of Meyor Dill, 
Ex-Mayor McCully, 8. O. Perry, City 
Treasurer, and J. M. Glenn, Solicitor of 
St. Thomas, waited at 4 o’clock yesterday 
afternoon epon Sir Olive* Mowat and 
Meurs. Hardy and Ross in the Counoil 
Chamber at the Parliament Buildings.

The Mayor Introduced the deputation.
Mr. Glenn explained that the St. Thomas 

Gas Company bad been aueued for their 
main» $15,000, but when this mat­
ter was brought before the county 
judge, Mr. Ermatinger, that gentleman 
held that this sort of property was person­
alty and not subject to taxation. Now, 
Judge MoDougall in Toronto had taken the 
opposite view, while Judge Senkler of St. 
Catharines agreed with Judge Ermatinger, 
and he believed that the judge at Ottawa 
agreed with Judge McDougall. Whed the 
amount of assessment was under $50,000 
municipalities had no right to enter an 
appeal.

Sir Oliver Mowat: I was Informed yes­
terday that the Toronto Gas Company in­
tends to appeal from Judge McDougall'» 
decision, and this will lead to a settlement 
of the legal pointe at issue;

Mr, Glenn: It seems to me that this kind 
of property ought to be taxed.

Sir Oliver Mowat: Does the company in 
St. Thomas pay dividends! It would other­
wise hardly be fair to increase their ex­
pense».

Mr. Glenn: I understand that it pays 
dividends.

Sir Oliver Mowat: What was your rate 
last year?

Mr. Glenn: Seventeen and a half mills on 
the dollar. A property-owner can bring 
the matter up in another way and refuse to 
pay the tax, but the remedy doee not ap­
pear to be mutual. I will leave you a 
copy of . the three judgments given on 
this subject, and will say we want 
the present legislation interpreted, and 
to have this property of gas companies 
made enbjeot to taxation.

r. Hardy: I suppose it can be 
urged with •» much force that the wires of 
telephone and electric companies should be 
taxed, too. Because wires soar above the 
earth they ehould not be exempt, if gee 
companies are to be taxed.

Mr. Glenn: Gas mains are looked upon 
ta part of the plant.

Mr. Hardy: There might, however, be 
some difficulty in seizing electric wires.

Sir Oliver Mowat: I suppose that the 
case was thoroughly argued before your 
judge.

Mr. Glenn: I do not think that the inter­
pretation of the Municipal Aot was brought 
in its broader bearing! under his attention, 

judges are not egreed. 
iver Mowat: The gas company here 

it very rich and there is no reason to ex-', 
empt it, but some companies do not pay 
any dividende. However, we will consider 
the matter and eee what is best and right 
to be done.

The Law 
Reform Commissioners, appointed in 1871, 
were paid $3600, and the Provincial Agri­
cultural Resource* Commissioners, appoint­
ed in 1880, $2850.
