Those who expect-

ed to hear an anmouncement as to the

date of the next general  elec-
tion werc . doomed to disappointment.

after the mext session of Parliament.

At the outsat Mr. Foster made a some- |

what gignificant remark, but whether
any weight i8 to be placed in it is
doubtful. The chairman, George Pattin-
son, President. of she South Waterloo
Libemi-Consegvative .Association, al-
luded to the candidate chosen at the
Cothservative comvention this afternoon
as the member-elect. When the Minister
of Finance rose to speak, he referred to
this as a prophetic term. On making a
second referepce to the candidate, who,
by the. way is ex-Warden George A.
Clare, he called him  ‘the ‘“soon-to“be-
slected member,” and then corrected him-
self “and said, “No, I should not say,
‘soon-to-be.” ” {The = aundience observed
the significance of the slip, and it pro-
voked great gnerriment. ¥

If a country
were simply a producer without being
a distributor, or simply a; distributor
without [it producing powers, and their
influences being equal, ‘it could never
be so prospepous or 8o thoroughly pro-
gressive as a country that had both
these forms of life interchamgeable with
each other,

Trade the True index of Prosperity.

Let them take the trade index of dis-
tribution in the country from 1878 to
1898. What were the facts? The ex-
ports of Canada in 1879 were seventy+
one millions of dollars, * In 1893 they
bhad risen to ome hundred and eighteen
millions, an increase oi 66 per cent:
under the National Policy.

The jmports from foreign countries
were also an index of the prosperity and
life of a country. The imports in 1879
were eighty-one millions of dollars, in
1893 they were one hundred and twenty-
nine millions, being an increase of 60
per cent. in the same period.

Taking the: imports and oxpbrts
together in 1878, we did a
business with foreign
one hundred ‘and {fifty-three millipns
whilst - in 1893 we did a; business of
$247,000,000, an increase of 65 per cent.
(Applause.)

The Carrying Trade.

There was also appther index of the
distribution of trade, namely the car-
riers—the ships which frequented our
ports, and the railways which conveyed
produets from one part of the country
to another. If they took the seagoing
tonnage alome, they would find that in
1878 there were six and a half millions
of tons entered and cleared from Can-
ada. In 1893 there were ten and a half
millions of tons, an increase of 60 per
cent. Iu the coasting trade the tonnage
which ente and cleared in 1878 was
eleven millfons ‘of tons. In 1898 it had

to/ twenty-faur and a half mil-
iops;An increase 'of 110 ‘per cent. in that
perivfl. As to the inland water tonnage
in 1878 there were five millions of tons
entered and cleared on the inland waters;
in 1898 that had increased to eight
millions of tons, an incredse of 60 per
cent.

Then with regard to railroads there
were in 1879 some 6489 miles of road;
in 1893 that had increased to 15,000
miles, an increase of 120 per cent.

In 1878 the railroads carried six and
a half millions of passengers, but in
1898 they had transported thirteen and
a half millions, an increase of 109 per
cent.

The N.P. and the Farmers.

Turning to the production of articles
Mr. Foster first dealt with agriculture
the basic industry of the country. The
Liberals atleged that it was in this
direction the National Policy exerted
its most baneful effect. What were
th: faets? Agriculture in the Dominion
of Canada was to-day upon a basis of
stability and of actual profit greater
on the average than the -agricultural in-
dustry was found to be in the United
States or Great:Britain, two examples,
the one of -a high protective tariff, the
ofle: free trade, on the principle of
wkat we call revenue tariff.

Capltal Invested and Hands Employed.
ain guoting figures Mr. Foster said
in/1881 the capital in the jndustries of
Cdnada was one hundred and sixty-five
illions,in 1891 it was three hundred and
fifty-fonr millions, an ‘increase of 112 per
cent. The wages paid amounted to fifty-
nine millions in 1881, and one hundred
milltions in 1891, an increase of 70 per
cent.

In 1881 250,000 people were employ-
2d, in 1891 there were 270,000. The out-
put was three hundred and ten millions
in 1881 and four hundred and seventy-
six millions in 1891, an inercase of 67
per cent. But what had been the increase
since 1891 and from 1878 to 1881? If
they were to have the exact figures for
1879 and 1893 these amounts would be
largely inc?‘g:@*‘without doubt. Such
igures werk”sulfidient to show to the
people of the country what immense
strides had; taken place in the industrial
activities of this country from 1878 up
to the present time.

What the Savings Banks Show

Then cong: down to the Government
Savings Buauks and the smaller banks
throughout the couutry, proceeded Mr
Foster.

A 14 Foot Canal Within 2 Years.

Mr. Foster also alluded to the fact that
within two years there would be a 14-
oot channel from the lakes to Montreal
wd pointed out that the policy of th
rovernment had been to establish grea:

- Manitoba wihieat of last year's
Crop, .. it by them,'is the finest juali-
ty th Yg.p@l ever Been received on the
msarket, wpesthat the millers appreciate
it more geperally ‘and are using it more
freely than they have éver before done.
Avother merchant writes that the Mani-
toba - wheats are of finer quali-
tyv  than they ‘Thave had for
a number of years. It is stated that it
is the intention of Sir Charles Tupper to
offer small sample bags of wheat to far-
mers, millers and others. who may apply.
for them, with the object of directing
the attention of agriculturists to the
quality of the cereals, and to the suita-
bility of the ecuntry fer farming pur-
poses, and of creating a still greater de-
mand for the wheats in the United King-
dom,

May Suspend Newfoundiand's Constitution

The deplorable state of affairs in New-
foundland has been attracting a good
deal of attention.
cogniged that something must be done,
not only to alleviate the distress that
exists there, but also to place the affairs
of the colony in n more satisfactory con-

-m,, No one, however, seems to be

o suggest anything of a definite
character, but it is felt that little or
nothing can be done until there has been
some impartial and independent enquiry
into the causes that have led to the pre-
sent crisis.

The general impression seems to be
that in order to reduce the current
expenditure, and to bring about a finan-
cial equilibrium, it will be necessary to
suspend the- existing constitution, and
for a time, at any rate, to administer
the affairs of the island as a Crown Col-
ony. If this leads to the entry of the
colony into the Dominion, so much
the better for everybody.concerned, and
for the [Empire, but nothing is likely
to be ,done in  that direction
on the part of the.. Government,
here unless the feeling im the eolony is
favorable to the umiom. It is doubtful
however, whether the adoption of any
or all' of these suggestions would give
any immediate .benefit to the working
population, who must have employment
if they are to maiuntain themselves and
their families; and they, camnot emi-
grate, as many ought ta do, if things do
not improve, unless assistance is forth-
®oming from somewhere.

Pictorial Lectire:
A few webks ago a statement appear-
ed in opme of thp edncational journals
to the efffect that sets of lanterm slides
could be obtained from the High Coms
missioner’s olfice- by schoolmasters and
others depiring to deliver lectures on
Canada. As the repult a wery large
number of applications have been re-
ceived, amd the 20 sets of slides are
engaged almost continnousiy: daring
the remainder of the winter seagon.
The lectures ‘are not only delivered to
the school children, but are even more
largely used for evening entertainments
in the villages and country districts, and
especially in what are known as the
evening continuation schools. The
value of this werk in directing the at-
tention of the public to the advantages
of Canada as a field for emigration can
bardly be overestimated. It serves to
supplement in a very useful way the
dissemination of the literature on Can-
ada, which has beeni arranged in such
a. thorough manner in the last few years
both by the Goverhment and the'steam-
ship and railway:icompanies.
Daldy’s Poor Reply to Edgar Re Copyright.
Mr. Daldy's reply to Mr. Edgar's let-
ter is not regarded in Canadian circles
here as strengthening the English side
of the question.

for Canadians and another for British
authors, publishers and printers—an ab-
surdity on the face of it.
