are the added advantages of superb dairy 
cattle, rich, sweet prairie grasses, nature’s 
purest air, cool summer nights, and, let it 
be added, a people of enterprise and intel­
ligence, the pick of everywhere. If Can­
ada does not take first rank as a dairy 
country, it will uot be because she is not 
favored by nature with all tbe essential 
conditions of glasses, water and climate, 
etc.

In the 
same year, 1887, our total shipment 
Great Britain of all kinds of produce was 
$2,287,961. Since 1864 our export trade 
has grown from $330,587 to the above 
amount. Showing conclusively that but 
for tbe duties levied we might hope for 
something by our trade with tbe “ 
CountryBut what have we got In return 
for all of this exportation ? Comparatively 
little. I would refer the readers to “ E's” 
letter in the Monitor of Nov. 14th. 
could put much of tbe same in here, but It 
would only be occupying valuable space 
with what has already appeared. That 
article just referred to could be considered 
as an answer to wbat Mr. A. bas said and 
probably was written about tbe same time 
that Mr. Andrew's was. But let us look a 
little further In tbe same direction. In 
1864 we imported from G. B. goods to the 
amount of $5,407,843, and paid duties on 
the same ol $521,757, making an average 
duty of about 9 per cent, which was non- 
protf-ctive in its nature. When we en­
tered Confederation Mr. Andrew’s party 
increased these duties ou the same trade to 
15 per cent. The result was that in 1877 
our imports from Great Britain bad fallen 
to $4,030,274, bat tbe duties had increased 
to $615,708. Ten years later, 1887, tbe 
imports had further declined to$3,171,711. 
Tbe duties were so levied as to practically 
prohibit importation. But the duties 
squeezed out of this diminished business, 
however, amounted to $621,179. The 
dear old mother land bas been constantly 
growing “ dearer and dearer.” So under 
the circumstances no wonder that tbe old 
mother land bas become very 41 dear ” to 
Mr. A. But what about Mr. A.’« father 
land.

I PllllOSIER MURDOCH & NEILY.Doubtless there are districts in Canada, 
because of natural conditions or circum­
stances, n<-t so well adapted for butter as 
for cheese production. This may be true 
of some of our wheat growing water scant 
Ontario counties, or some ot our rich low 
clay lands of our Quebec parishes ; but 
these districts will confine themselves 
more closely to cheese production, as a 
profitable specialty, making batter only 
in a supplementary way, and maiuly for 
consumption more or less local.

Second.—Tbe genius of tbe people of 
Canada Is equal to tbe special needs of 
vuccessful dairying. Here I have touched 
upon an important factor of success. 
Natural advantages, though necessary to 
completed success, are'almost less than 
half tbe battle. We are coming more and 
mote into days of stiff competition, in 
which intelligence, enterprise and skill 
will play the fullest 
vestlgatkm, to discover nature’s secrets ; 
experimental work, leading to perfection 
of method ; ingenious inventions, to per­
fect necessary appliances ; originality and 
push in enterprise—all are necessary to 
success in the strung competition already 
upon os. In pushing to the front in cheese 
making, Canada has shown herself peo« 
pled with a race possessed of the neces­
sary qualifications for success. The 
growth of the cheese industry, if carefully 
studied, will be seen to be not an accident 
nor a spurt, but a real growth, due to the 
intelligent enterprise of the people most 
intimately connected with that growth. 
It is the united action of the pioneers of 
the industi) in Outarlo, in association, as­
sisted, in a moderate degree only, by Gov 
eminent, which gave the first impetus to 
wbat Is now our great factory syi-tetn of 
cheese making. Quebec followed closely 
upon Ontario, and now other provinces are 
on the move.

misapprehension as to the time ot filing 
tbe nomination papers of candidates for 
seats in the municipal councils, and it 
might perhaps be well to state just wbat 
the law requires in reference thereto. 
They must be filed “ ten clear days ” be­
fore the day of tbe election, that is ten 
days must elapse between the day of filing 
tbe nomination and the election, exclad- 
ing frota the computation both the day on 
which the filing takes place and election 
day. Sundays and Thanksgiving days are 
not excluded but should be computed in tbe 
ten clear days. Consequently all papers 
filed not later than on Friday, Nov. 9th, 
were within the time allowed by the law. 
The official notices requiring all nomina­
tion papers to be filed not later than on 
Wednesday 7th iost. were therefore not 
correct. In one case they so far misled 
a presiding officer as to lead him to reject 
a paper filed on Thursday, the 8th, and an 
action at law is rumored in consequence.

MISSpaper comTbe good judgment of tbe Canadian 

cheese makers is well indicated by tbeir 
temper on tbe question of the adulteration 
of cheese. All tbe plausible argument to 
greedily resott to the tempting profits of 
robbing the milk of its cream, and sub­
stituting something cheaper, are always 
met by a unanimous, eyen impatient op­
position by our associated cheese makers. 
Tbe wisdom of this disposition becomes 
more and more apparent in the ever-im­
proving reputation of our cheese in Great 
Britain. In a tecent official examination 
of, I think, nearly 300 camples of Cana­
dian cheese in England, not one was found 
to be adulterated.

In butter production, while there are no 
evidences of marked success, while there 
are rather evidences of failure, the genius 
Of our pe ople must be equal to the needs 

<*ot the situation, even as it was in tbe case 
of cheese production. But tbe people 
should let themselves at once and heartily 
to the task. What has been done already 
in this connection will show that the tem­
per of the people is for improvement and 
progress, but not enough has been done 
and not < nougb attempted. 1 do not claim 
that the task is a light one ; I claim, only, 
that tbe genius of the people is equal to 
tbe need, if it win assert itself here as it 
has done elsewhere. What action must 
needs be taken, it is not within the scope 
of tbe present writing to discuss.

The agencies which are already working 
fpr improvement of dairying in Canada 
are, mainiy, tbe following ;—

The Western and Eastern Dairymen’a 
associations of Ontario, and the Dairy­
men’s association of Quebec, have been 
more than all else instrumental in build­
ing up our great cheese industry, and 
making it what it is. Tbe Ontario Cream- 
efies association, of recent organization, 
is promising of much help to tbe butter 
industiy. The Nova Scotia Daiiymen’s 
association is a live organization, and for 
about five years has done good pioneer 
wotk. There is an association in Mani­
toba, of whose practical work I cannot 
speak from personal knowledge. Tbe 
Ootaria Agricultural college at Guelph, 
has made a good beginning with its work- 

. log creamery, bat it doubtless has its best 
work yet to do. It is now doing good ex­
perimental work, and perhaps better lec­
ture work outside among tbe farmers, and

The face of the 
Queen at tbe right of the note is poorly 
executed.

At lower left, Britannia with trident 
is poorly engraved, and a white line ap­
pears around the lower portion of tbe 
shield which does not on the genuine ; 
also at the left centre, under the word 
“ incorporat'd,” is & blank space, while 
on the genuine note two curved lines ap­
pear, which are omitted iu tbe counterfeit 
note. On the back of the counterfeit, in 
the words “ Bank of British,” the letters 
“ of” are irregular. It is about one-eighth 
of au inch shorter than the genuine ; 
paper is fair and very likely to deceive. 
Tbe Bank of British North America have 
no issues of $5 notes as life back as 1877, 
as tbeir issues were twice withdrawn since 
that date. They are now issuing $5 notes 
from a new plate, having a large portrait 
of the Queen in one corner and the Prince 
of Wales in the ot her.— Recorder.
