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Why the Leaves Turn.

Why the leaves turn is a question that
puzzies many people at this season of the
year and is oue that is well answered by an
eminent botanist in Field and Forest, who
says :

The common and old-fashioned idea is
that all this red and glory we see now is
caused by frosts. A true and scientific ex-
planation of the causes of the coloring of
leaves would necessitate a long and intri-
cate discussion. Stated briefly and in
proper language, those causes are these :—
The green matter in the tissue of a leaf is
composed of two colors, red and. blue.
When the sap ccases to flow in the fall, and
the natural growth of the tree ceases, oxi-
dation of the tissue takes place. Under
Under certain conditions the green of the
leaf changes to red ; under different condi-
tions it takes on a yellow or brown tint.
This difference in color is due to the differ-
ence in combination of the original constit-

uents of the green tissue and to the vary
ing conditions of climate, exposure and
soil. A dry, cold climate produces more
brilliant foliage than one that is damp and
warm. This is the reason that onr Ameri-
can antumns are 8o much more gorgeous
than those of England. There are several
things about leaves that even science can-
not explain. For instance, why one of two
trees growing side by side, of the same
age and having the same exposure, should
take on a brilliant red in the fall, and the
other should turn yellow ; or why one
branch of a tree should be highly colored
and the rest of the tree have only a yellow
tint, are questions that are as impossible
to answer as why one member of a family
should be perfectly healthy and another
sickly.

Hewever, this does not
seem to affect him in the least, and his
chances of becoming a strong man, like his
father, and an honor to the Zoo are good.

PHOTOGRAPHS IN NATURAL COLORS.—
In his late address to the British Associa-
tion for the Advancement of Science, Capt.
W. de W. Abney answered an oft-repeated
question by stating that photography in
natural colors not only has been discovered
but pictures in natural colors had been
produced. Roughly speaking, the method
of producing the spectrum in its natural
colors is to chlorinize a silver plate, ex-
pose it to white light till it assumes a
violet color, heat till it becomes rather
ruddy, and expose it to a bright spectrum.

Experiment has shown
that these colors are due to an oxidized
product being formed at the red end of the
spectrum and a reduced product at the
violet end. Photography in natural colors,
however, is only interesting from a scien-
tific polnt of view, and is not likely to be-
come artistically satisfactory, or of com-
mercial value.
