MORNING SESSION.
In the absence of the President and Vice-
Presidents the Association was called to
order by appointing Principal Shaffner,  of
Paradise, Vice-President pro tem. The
minutes of the last annual meeting were
read and adopted. The following officers
were elected for the ensuing year: Vice-
Presidents, S: C. Shaffner for Annapolis
Co., and Mrs. 1da M. Benson for Digby
Co.; Sect'y. Treas., G. Ernest Chipman ;
Executive Committee, A. D. Brown, Chair-
man, B. S. Banks, Helen A. Vidito, Kate
W. Welch, Maggie E. Carty and Abigail
Parker.
The programme was then opened with a
per, ‘“The leacher Out of School,” by
Freeman S. Messenger, B. A. The writer
spoke of the importance to the teacher of
a Professional Library. ¢ If those who

should not those be doubly so who mould
life and character?” The teacher should
visit other schools and examine the methods
of other teachers and the homes of his
pupils, that he may obtain the sympathy of
rents in his work. He mentioned Teach-
ers’ Institutes as being of particular value,
and thought that at all times the teacher’s
language and deportment should be above
reproach. Principal Brown commended
this paper as being highly practical and
spoke of the responsibility resting upon
the teacher. He wished to emphasize the
value to the teacher of visiting schools.
Mr. Alfred H. Morse then read a paper on
History. He dealt first with the value of
& thorough study of history as an excellent
means of developing the art of expression.
He then touched upon the oral teaching of
history and showed that the pupil receiv-
ing oral instruction must be considered as
an intelligent being having a mind capable
of being moulded by the study of historical
facts. In teaching history from a text-
bogk he strongly condemned the practice
of prompting the pupil, in order that he
may make a good recitation, and recom-
mended a systematic and topical study
rendered interesting by a thorough com-
rehension of his subject by the teacher.
Tiss Annie G. Longley praised this paper
and asked the opinion of teachers concern-
ipe the learning of Canadian History by
te. Mr. Louis Saunders condemned this
ractice and advocated the use of black-
oard work in teaching history. Mr. A.
W. Healy thought there should be a
ground-work of geography and that we
should as far as possible proceed from the
known to the unknown. Mr. A. D. Brown
said every lesson in history could be made
a lesson in composition. He was in favor
of taking up history by the topical method,
giving the outlines first. He thonght one
of the grandest things about the study of
history was the opportunity which it af-
forded for iuculcating moral lessons. Mr.
8. C. Shaffner was strongly in favor of giv-
ing the outlines first. He recommended
Dickens’ Child’s History of England as be-
ing extremely valuable to teachers in in-
teresting their pupils. -Mr. B. S. Banks
had the idea that in teaching history we
should commence as in building a house,
the frame first and then minor matters of
detail. The other speakers in this inter-
esting discussion were Mrs. Benson, F. S.
Messenger and G. Ernest Chipman. All
united in speaking of the paper as highly
ractical and very creditable to its author.
g‘he meeting adjourned to meet at 2 p.m.
AFTERNOON SESSION.

The meeting was called to order at 2.15
p.m- Vice-President Shaffner in the chair.
'The *¢ Question Box” was opened and a
number of questions, chiefly grammatical,
disposed of. This was followed by a paper
on Grammar, by Mr. A. F. Newcomb.
Mr. Newcomb dwelt upon the importance
of Grammar in a curriculum and said that
the pupils training in this science should
commence at the earliest stage of his school-
life. It should at first consist of the cor-

ection of inaccuracies of speech on the
part of the pupil and the substitution for
them of correct forms, followed by sentence
building. The practic { should never be
lost sight of in our haste to give pupils too
much of the theoretical. At a later stage
he works of standard authors should be
read -and their constructions thoroughly
examined. Mr. G. B. McGill said that
every study was valuable both for know-
ledge and discipline. Grammar embraced
both of these in a high degree and was
thus especially valuable. He commended
the paper very highly. Principal MecGill,
L. H. Morse, B. A., and Miss Helen A.
Vidito were appointed to frame a resolu-
tion embodying the Association’s apprecia-
tion of the services of the retiring Super-
ntendent of Education, Dr.- Allison, and a
tter of condolence to the relatives of the
ste 0.

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GREAT FiRE IN HALIFAX.
The Most Disastrous in 30 Years.
LOSSES ESTIMATED AT $250,000 T0 $450,000.

Not More than Half Covered by Insurance,

The most disastrous conflagration that
has occurred in Halifax for thirty years
took placeyn Thursday night last, raging,
as it did, wRh terrible intensity for five
hours.

At 10.30 the alarm sounded, and the fire
was found to have started at Merlin’s plan-
ing mill, Taylor’s wharf. The flames rap-
idly spread, all efforts to check it seeming
futile, because of the immense quantity of
combustible material on the adjacent
wharves, of lumber, oil and other storage.
The oil depot of Shatford Bros., on Liver-
pool whart, was the scene of the fiercest
heat, and at midnight it appeared as if noth-
ing could save the entire range of that part
of Water street from destruction. At 2
o’clock, however, the fire was under con-
trol, but not until the following list of
properties had been wholly or partially
destroyed.

The Association was called to order at
0.15 a.m.

Principal Brown said
that the lesson commended and spoke for
itself. He noticed the unity of attention
on the part of the class and said that the
pleasing manner of the teacher could not
help gaining the attention of the children.
He said the lesson was a decided success.
Rev. Mr. Cunningham of Bridgetown, be-
ing present, was invited to speak. He
said that the lesson had proved highly at-
tractive to him, in fact he might- say that
he was fairly mesmerized by it. He thought
there would be grand results if just such
Jessons could be given to an audience of

own persons. Miss Homer said that we
must teach the children and thus influence
future generations. Mr. C. W. D. Coffin
was very much pleased with the easy con-
ersational style of Miss Blackburn in con-
ducting her lesson.

Mr. A. F. New-
comb spoke of the grand results which
would accrue if every teacher took a full
interest in the work of temperance.

Halifax, Sept. 20.—A tragic wreck is
reported from Exploit, Newfoundland.
The Schooner Blossom, Capt. John Marsh,
returning from Labrador to Purcell’s Is-
land with fish on Tuesday when the vessel
struck Gull Island in a heavy north-east
gale with fog. She rebounded, struck a
second time and broke in two. Five men
and one woman were on board. One man
jumped and clung to a cliff against which
he was dashed. He passed a terrible night
in struggles for life. He could do nothing
for those on the wreck whose agonizing
cries, he says, are still ringing in his ears.
This man was rescued next morning but
the remainder were drowned.

TELEPHONE TO LONDON.

Boston, Sept. 25.—A series of successful
experiments with long distance telephones
in this vicinity has led to a discusson of the
feasibility of trans-ocean telephones. Go-
ham Gray, the inventor of the wire upon
which the experiments have been made,
said : It is practicable to telephone across
and through the Atlantic at a cost far less
than the weight and consequent breaking
strain on the cables. The use of copper, it
has been found, is not necessary for iron
wire, properly shaped, has been proved to
be as reliable a conductor, and its tensile
strength is greater. A plan is under con-
sideration for laying cables to London, and
the subject is now being figured on by cap-
italists.”
