COMPANY STRIKE

lalifax Military Troops Called

oa to Protect Employees from

Aggressive Strikers.=- Ne. Six Mine

To Be

Closed.

Glace Bay, July 8.—Strikers storm-
ed the gates at Dominion No. 6 last
night, burned some property of the
Dominion Cosa! Co., and-poured vol-
leys of shots into the buildings of
the plant, The fence around the mine
was almost demolished, and the
small force of constables there had
all it cculd do to prevent the rioters
from getting at the machinery. That
the presence of the troops is urgent-
ly needed, was conclusively proven Ly
the attacks on No. 6 and there is
wonder today that no one was Kkilled
in the melee.

A report that the strikers had
planned a concerted attack on this
colliery gained ground early yester-
day afternoon, and a special train
with eight county constables was hur-
ried to the scene. 'They got there
none too soon. Crowds of strikers
were gathered around the plant and
the few men who had gone in to work
were chased and stoned.

When the train appeared, an at-
tempt was made to drag the consta-
bles off it, but with drawn revolvers
they forced the infuriated men back

and the engine was run thro.uzh the

Suddenly a volley of shots came
from the crowd. Some of ',he; men

1f you have young fruit trees in
your orchard—trees that are
one to three years old—you cught to
keep the ground well cultivated.
Some of our most successful orchard-
ists cultivate their orchards from
year to year, regardless cf the age of
the trees. Others, however, seed their
six to eight years old. Still others
keep their orchards seeded to clover
and other crops for a year or two,
then break up the sod and cultivate
the ground for a year or two. It de-
pends upon the orchard as to which
! method to follow, but in all cases
young orchards should be cultivated
continucusly for several years.
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Caterpnllm Causing Great
Loss Along C. P. R.

A plague of caterpillars has been
causing great annoyance and loss
along the line -of the Canadian Paci-
fic Raillway in this province for the
past two weeks, says the St. John
Sun. The country infested lies be
tween Frederictcn Juncotion and Me-
Adam Junction and extends for twen-
ty-five or thirty miles.

The insects, which are present in
millions,  have stripped all poplar,
birch and maple and fruit trees in
this district to the last leaf, and the
country presents the desolate appear
ance of late October.
