Thero is moro practical instruction
in it then in half a dozén ordinary works on mothods of Teaching, We
propose to (uote largely from it from timo to time for the benefit of our
readers.

Boston Monpax Lrzorunes, Labor; dy Joseph Cook. Published by
Houghton, Osgood & Co. This volume contains ten lectures and ton
proludes. Tho loctures relato to labor in its various relations to society,
tho proludes deal with the most wmomentous topics of the time. The
man who wishes the advanced thoughts of itho most profound thinkers
of modern times on social and religious problems ocaunot afford to
remain a stranger to the works of Mr. Cook. His prelude on the Future
of Canada will bo of special interest to Canadiaus.

Prrscorr’s Praix Diaroauvrs. New York: C. T. DelVitt, 38 Rose
Street, This containg thirty-four dialogues of a better class than is
sometimes to bo found in American works of the kind. They are nearly
