The latter felt very much
hurt that samples of honey labelled
“adulterated” should be put up in close
proximity to nis “beautitul pure honey”
and by some means he prevailed on the
general superintendent to have the
samples removed. The removal was
for a very short duration, however, and
the samples were replaced so that visi-
tors had the pleasure of gazing on the
adulterated article at one end of the ex-
hibit and Mr. Hoge's ‘pure honey” at
the other during the balance of the
exhibition. This one aci ot Mr. Hoge’s
has done more to create a feeling
antagonistic to American honey in the
English market than any other thing,
put because of the iniquities of this one
man Americans should not be classed
as a whole as adulterators.
