She claims that she lost money on us last year.

We, however, promised to try and let her know beforehand
the number she will have to cater to and that is why I wish to
impress on you the absolute necessity of our knowing in advance
the number who will require meals.

The park and surroundings, and the boats, are all in ex-
cellent condition.
