THE SCOTT ACT CAMPAIGN.

It will be noted from our report of the Scott Act convention held in
Brooklyn on Tuesday Jast that 1t has been fully decided to submit the Act
in this county. ‘The move,as every rcader of the public prints is aware, is
genera! almost to the entire Province. Ontario county proves no exception,
The general plan of the campaign is the grouping together of five or six
counties adjacent to one another, the contest being carried on in each at the
same ttime.  The wisdom of this move will at once be apparent to every
rcader.  During the Dunkin contest in this county the objection was fre-
quently urged, that it was useless to shut out liquorselling here, wher all
that would be necessary to serure the coveted liquid would be to step over
jnto an adjoining county. QOntario.county, forming one of the following
group, viz: York, Pecl, Simcoe, Durham, Northumberland and Ontario,
this argament loses all its force.

The contest is in no way onc of persons, and the contestants on cither
side-will only lose ground the moment they permit it to take this shape. It
is a bautle arising out of a growing public sentiment the wide world over
against the stling of that which no argument at this late date is necessary
to show is productive of untold harm both to the individual and to the
State. It may be stated that though manufactured, people are not obliged
to purchase the liquor. The fact is they do purchasc, and it is manufactured
because known that it will he purchased.  Purchased it is consumed, and
consumed it is productive of ccrtain results.  These results, to a very wide
extent, prove hurtful 0 the individual, and hurtful to him, because of their
extent and intensity, operate on the State in a dugree, as shown by the ad-
ministration of justice statistics of every town and county, that create alike
gerions trouble and cxpensc to the State. It then becomes a State ques-
tion, a question of government interference; hence such an Act as the
Scott Act, giving the peeple the privilege of saying whether of not they de-
sirc a continuance of this condition of affairs.— W hithy Chronicle,

to impair every interest of the home, the church, and the State; that 1t 1s
one of the greatest hindrances to the accomplishment of the Divine mission
of the Church in the world, that it is the duty of the State to prohibit this
traffic and not prutect it, that pruhibition s nut an intetferenee with the
true liberty of the citizen ; that the last session of the Dominion Parhament
accepted the principle of prohibition, and declared its willingness to give a
prohibitory law when'the courntry was prepared to adopt and enforce it. Be
it thercfore resolved that we believe the country 1s ready for prolubition,
ang that this district mecting, composed of ministers and laymen, represent-
ing a membership of upwards of 4,000, recommend the Conference to make
amangements for concerted action with all other Churches and temperance
organizations in their efforts to circulate petitions to be presented to the
Senate and House of Commons of Canada at their next session, praying for
the enactment of shch prohibitory laws.”—Canada Casket,
