Moreover, it
is a docirine standing upon a  foundation
peculiar to itself,  For even granting that
patristical {radition might be a safe wiedimn
for the convevance of the eral teaching of the
Apostles, the concession proves nothing for the
validity of such tradition, as a proof of the
mspiration of tiie Apostles; for itis not the
assertion of any number of individuals, or of
the Anosties themselves, that can be any suffi-
cient yrool to usof their inspiration

Nor daes it help us to take such tradition
as indicating that strict catholic consent which
we may suppose from the promise of Christ in
ensure frecdom fomn errory for suppesing that
we had sich catholic consent, it wonld prove
nothing in the point ubout which we arein-
quiring, because ils supposed authority resis
upon the very truth in question.  Catholic
copsenty {0 one who is yet unconvinced of
this truth, is bol the consent of a certain
numberof individuals, andhe who says that
hie believes the divine mission of sur Lond and
his Apostles on such a ground, does in eflect

AMARTYRIS LETTER TQ HIS WIFE,
[Tur following interesting refic from  the
days of martyrdom, is fonund in the orviginal
freneh, in a small volume, nrinted in the
year 1568, It appears that Guy de Dres,
the ‘writer of the subjoined letter, was a
minister of the Reformed Church of Valen-
ciennes, who was iinprisoned on the 18ih
of April, 1567, and put to death on the Jast
Saturday in May of the same year. The
volume above alluded to, as contzining his
history, letlers, &ec., happening {o comeinto
the possession of a lady (now deceased,) who
was well versed in the French lanouage, she
committed to writing the following fransla-

The grace and mercy of our good Cod and
Heavenly Falier, and the love of his Son our
Lord Jesus Christ, be with your spiril.
