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ADDRESS TO MERCHANTS AND MARINERS ON
THE OBSERVANCE OF THE LORD'S DAY,

We bave often wished that some efficient plan
were adopted for promoting the moral and spiritual
improvement of the Seamen who frequent this port.
Every year hundreds and thousands of poor weather-
beaten, hardy Sailors from all parts of the. world visit
our shores. Naturally generous, thoughtless, and
impravident, they spend their har8 earned wages too
often in the haunts ¢f dissipation and profligacy, and
e seldom, if ever seen in the House of Prayer.

It is certainly a very solenin and affecting conside-
ration, to a truly pious mind to think, that the per-
sons on whom our commerce chiefly depends, the
bold and adventurous seamen, who are employed in
carrying our most valuable commodities from Hali-
fax to the remotest Colonies of the Empire, as well as
Foreign Ports, should be so much left to themselves,
and so entirely cut off from the blessings of Religion
which we happily enjoy. Efforts upon an extended
scale should surely be made for their instruction and
immortal welfare. They ought to be taught to re-
member the Sabbath day to keep it Holy, to ke invi-
ted to attend the Sanctuary of the Lord, and careflly
instructed like the rest of the inhabitants, in the doc-
trives and duties of Christianity.

In all the principal ports of the United Kingdom,
and threughout the United States, Societies have
been formed for the purpose of superintending the
Religious interests of the neglected Sailors, and in
many places Floating Chapels have been opened for
D,ivina‘ Service on the Lord’s day. The good: effects
resulting from such exertions, have been extensively
felt and gratefully acknowledged ; and we are con-
vinced that if a similar place of Worship were open-
ed in the Harbour of Halifax, it would be numerously
attended, not only by Sailors from Foreign and Colo.
nial ports, but also by persons from the coasting yes-
sels on our own ' shores. :

Extract of @ Letler from one of the Clergyman of the
City of Glasgow, toone of the Ministers of this Town.
11 Wirsiam Strert, Grassow,
24th August, 1839,
My Dear Siw,

“'The bearer of this from Seotland is Mr. Munto,
who is to be employed as a teacher in Cape Breton.
He has been trained at the Normal Seminary here,
and bears a very high character for principle, talent,
industry, and efficiency as a teacher. 1 take the li-
berty of introducing bim te you at his own request,
helieving that you will find him an estimable acquain-
tance, !

Of course you will be acquainted with the impor-
tant matters in which our Chureh has lately, and is still
involved. I am glad to say that in miost influential
quarters, her proceedings are better understood, and
a very strong desire entertained by all partics, to have
the dispute between her and the Civil Courts amica-
bly adjusted. The Lord Advocate and the Procura-
tor for the Church are appointed by the Government
to prepare a Bill for Parliament, to give validiry to
the Veto Jct, and in the meaatime the Crown settle-
ments are to be invariably made in accordance with
it. Ata meeting of the Assembly’s Commission last
week, the law of the Church was vigorously main-
tained, aud on the motion of Dr. Gordan of the High
Church, Edinburgh, the Presbytery of Auchterarder
were enjoined not to settle Mr. Young in the parish
of Auchterarder. I do not know what may be your
views of the question, but in this I think we will a-

give Ordination to a presentee at the bidding of a
éi.vil Court, after he Las been pronounced unqualifi-
ed, the independence of the Church is gone, and she
dwindles down in the literal aceeptation, to be a crea-
ware of the state. :

‘We announced to our readers two wgeks ago, that
the Ladies Association of Edinburght, which has for
anumber of years_ befriended the benighted. inhabi-
tants of the island of Cape Breton, had resolved to
hold a bazaar of ladies work at Largs, under the pa-
tronage of the Right Hon. the Countess of Glasgow,
to assist in sending out four additional teachers to that
island. The bazaar was held agreeably to appoint-
ment, on the 15th and 16th of August, and produced
the sum of £119 to the funds of the Association.——
With this assistance these benevolent Jadies were en-
abled to accomplish the object which they h&d so much
at heart. On Thursday last, Mr. and Mrs, Munro
Miss Gordon, and Mr. M‘Donald, all amived safely
in the Aeadian from Greenock, and are now prepar-
ing to proceed to the scene of their future labours,—
Mr. and Mrs. Munro, are appointed to conduct the
school at Hoularderie Island, Miss Gordon opens
school at the Middle River, and Mr. M‘Donald pro-
weeds either to Wycagomah or Malagawatch. They
are all very intelligent and pious persons, intimately
nequainted with the Normal System of teaching, and

‘zualously attached to the cause of Education.

My own which is St. Luke’s, is in a most. prosperous
condition, with a Parish School attended by about
200 children..

There is just now in that parish a striking re.-
val, as marked as gny of the revivals about the mid-
dle of last century, It is universal in the parish, and
the most abandoned of the people, are under deep
concern. There is worship every day in the Church,
and many a night. do the people spend at Prayer
Meetings among themselves. May the Spirit of God
water the juterest which he has thus excited, and
render it permanent for the spiritual welfare of the
enquirers. Last week a sunilar revival took place in
St. Peter’s Church, Dundee.”
