(b) the number and location of mobile observatories, the exchange of
scientific data and other details will be agreed upon between the Der;
fence Research Board (DRB) for Canada and the Advanced Reseal®
Projects Agency (ARPA) for the United States; and

(¢) in accordance with the practice following in the past, equipment import A
ed into Canada for this purpose will be returned to the United State?
after the research has been completed.

The Secretary of State for External Affairs notes that the results of the
Research Program will be published in unclassified form.
