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CANADA PAYS 1988 CONTRIBUTION TO THE IICA

The Department of External Affairs announced today
that Mr. Richard Gorham, Canada's Roving Ambassador to Latin
America and Ambassador, Permanent Observer to the Organization
of American States (OAS), presented a cheque for US $1.3 million
on behalf of the Canadian Government to Mr. Ernani Fiori,
Director and Representative in Canada of the Inter-American
Institute for Cooperation on Agriculture (IICA).
