The Special Cominittee appointed te inquire into Agricultural conditions
throughiout Canada met at 10 a.m., Mr. MeMaster, the Chiairinan, presiding.

The CHAIRMAN: I have before me, gentlemen, a letter from the Edmonton
Board of Trade, advising us that a delegation representing themi will be in
Ottawa on the 7th and 8th of May, to, interview the Government, and that while
here, they would like te have a representatîve heard before us. 1 think we had
better give instructions te the Secretary te communicate withi the Secretary of
this Board of Trade, who is Mr. John Blue, and tell him that we will lie very glad
to licar them.

Mr. ELLIOTT: 1 have had a communication from one of the shoemakers
who fixes prices te the retailers. 11e has a f actery in my constituency, and lie
is very anxious to place before this Committee the reason why lie fixes prices
to the retailer. 11e has figures as te the cost of production, whîch 1 think would
lie interesting, and I wtrnld suggest that lie be notified te appear. He is one of
the Hurîbut Shoe Company.

The CHAIRMAN: We would be very glad to have him. corne.
Mr. CALDWELL: Mr. A. Neil Maclean of St. John, New Brunswick, is te

appear before the Committee on Banking and Commerce, and 1 would like te
have him appear before this Committee on the ques>tion of rural credits. He is
a man of wîde banking experience and could give us somne valuable information
on that subject.

The CHAIRMANý: We will lie glad to have him.
Mr. ELLIOTT: Is it the intention of the Committee to have Mr. Farrow

appear before us on the question of rural credits? H1e is Chairman of the
Ontario Agricultural Developmcnt Board.

The CHAIRMAN: I will instruct the Secretary te caîl him.
Mr. M\cKAY: 1 would like te have a representative of the Massey-llarris

Company appear before this Committee.
Mr. SALES: I have a letter from the Board of Grain Commissinçrs of

Canada asking that a few corrections bie made in the report they sent in. I
would move it lie printed if possible, on the last sheet of one of these copies.
Mr. McKav will second it. There are a few corrections in the grain report.
We have also received prices of pork and beef. 11e mav have those ineluded
in the report.

The CHAIRMAN: In the printed proceedings.
Mr. SALEs: Yes. Those are wholesale prices, because it states'their

travellers are authorized te have the price if necessary te give accommoda-
tion.

Thei CHAIRMAN: Here is a letter from the shoe manufacturers saying they
will be rcady at 10.30 te-morrow.

The Clerk of the Committee was ordered te have the above mentioned
charts and information printed as an appendix te the report.
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
